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Materials Needed:

Toilet paper roll



Glue or tape (At least one per two students)
Colored paper*



Scissors
Coloring materials*



A completed example to show the students
To Do:

· Copy the enclosed template (body and wings) and give one to each student or have them work in small groups. (Note: you can use colored paper or you can provide coloring materials)
· Tell your students what a Quetzal bird looks like: The wings are green and brown, the body and head are green, the chest is red and the tail is green tipped with blue. (Teach and reinforce the color and body part words in Spanish!)
· Glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube.

· Glue the tail on the back of the toilet paper roll.   Hint: Glue it to the inside back and then fold it upward, so it sits flat.  You can also hang the tail down over the side or back of a shelf.

· Glue the head onto the front of the toilet paper roll.
· Glue the wings onto the side of the toilet paper roll. (This makes it look like the bird is sitting down with its wings folded, or you can make it look like the quetzal is flying. Do this by gluing the wings onto the back of the roll (some children prefer their birds "in action").

· Fold the feet and glue the tabs to the inside of the tube.
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
