Lesson Plan September 4th, 2014 Grade 5

1. Begin class with attendance, quickly review possible answers they can say if they are present or if classmates are absent
2. Remind students they need their materials on September 9th, 2014 (binder and four tab dividers)-if majority of class has supplies go through and label 
3. Discuss the basic “rules” for Spanish class-have students take notes on a piece of loose leaf paper-label them as Class Expectations

a. Levanten la mano-raise your hand

b. Escuchen-listen to classmates and teachers

c. Haga su tarea-do your homework

d. Respeten-respect, classmates and teachers

e. Habelen mucho español-speak a lot of Spanish

f. Presta atención-pay attention

4. Remind students to take out their name tents and have them on their desk for me to see
5. Go through and discuss with students the pesos, rewards/consequences system, homework pass, and quick attention getters
a. Bocas cerradas en ____ segundos

b. Clapping pattern

c. If you can hear my voice clap two times
6. Explain to students that the Peru visitors have been confirmed and are coming to our Spanish class on Tuesday, brainstorm questions we can ask them in Spanish and have students write them down in their notebook or binder-daily activities in school, what sports they like, etc.

a. Ideas-¿Qué le gusta hacer?, ¿Qué clase es su favorita?, ¿Qué deportes le gusta mirar o jugar?

b. Practice asking the questions multiple times so we are prepared for Tuesdays class
7.  Pull up the YouTube video for the alphabet (alphabet army chant) and have students watch and listen one time-need to copy from curriculum
a. After the first time, using their handout with the letters on it (from curriculum), have students repeat each letter after me once as I write them on the Smartboard

b. Then have students try repeating the letters together (using their letter handout) with the video a few times
