Builder phrases to emphasis: Necesito____.
Materials needed: Flashcards (2 sets from this week as well as previous weeks flashcards) with the target vocabulary; As many real props as possible! For example:  a thermos, a map**, boots, picture of a tree, two flashlights. Have these items set up before the students enter the class.  Puppets, an object to pass for conversational components, notas culturales items noted below, and the template from the intranet for Voy a acampar as well as writing and coloring materials. Please also have a way to play music. **You will use this world map to show Peru for the Notas Culturales. 

You: Prepare the items and line them up all the activities in the room in the order you will complete them. Be sure the new vocabulary words and objects are in a different area of the room. See below for Introducing new vocabulary. If you want to make it really fun, come dressed ready for a hike!

Vobulary Instruction Methodology: TEACH the vocabulary; REINFORCE the vocabulary; CHECK IN for vocabulary retention. 

I. Have Spanish music playing as the students enter the room.

II. Greet each child as they enter the room.  ¡Hola! ¡Bienvenidos! Ask them their names in Spanish and mark it on the attendance document. Be sure to give each child their name tag at this time. (Follow up on attendance as needed) Ask them ¿Cómo te llamas? Encourage them to respond: Me llamo___ .
III. Have the class sit in a circle on the floor, and greet everyone with a lively ¡Buenas tardes clase!  Introduce ¿Cómo estás? As well as Estoy bien o mal by using gestures of thumbs up or down and making corresponding faces.  Have a maraca, a ball or similar to pass around the circle and have each child ask and answer the question. Then say ¡Buen trabajo! Nice to meet you! Check in and ask what  ¿Cómo estás? means. (They can use bien, muy bien, mal,  o muy mal.
IV. Stand and sing your chosen greetings song using gestures. 

V. Sit back down in the circle

VI. Review the rules by having the class participate in saying each rule. 

VII. Remind everyone that they currently have three estrellas and that if they have all three estrellas by the end of class they can get a sticker or a peso. (*Be sure to have a system to save the pesos or track them. Also, it is a good idea to have a collective place for the students to collect stickers like a name tag, folder, or pre-designed certificate.)

IV. Bring out Dani and Beto and ask the students in Spanish if they remember their names. Encourage them to greet them with, “¡Hola Dani y Beto!”
V. Remind the students that Dani and Beto are camping (a acampar). Have the class say with you, “¡Vamos a acampar!”

VI. Theme song: Stand and sing the theme song with gestures*.

VII. Review the past vocabulary from the first three weeks starting with singing Me Pongo from the previous week:   Me Pongo (Sing to the tune of Farmer in the Dell and sing with gestures of putting clothing items on. It may be really fun to have big size clothes/items that the children can take turns “modeling”)
Me pongo el traje de baño, me pongo el traje de baño 
Hoy me pongo el traje de baño (put on swim suit)

Me pongo la toalla, me pongo la toalla 
Hoy me pongo la toalla (put towel over shoulders) 
Me pongo la proteción del sol, me pongo la proteción del sol

Me pongo los anteojos del sol, me pongo los anteojos 
Hoy me pongo los anteojos del sol (put sunglasses on)


VIII.  Juego Review: Further review vocabulary from all previous weeks by playing the Speed Vocab game. First: Hold up all flashcards and objects that will be included in the game and have each student say the words after you in Spanish to ensure success in the game. 
Divide the class into two teams and have the teams in two lines facing you. (Have the teams sitting and only the competing players standing.) Hold up a flashcard with a picture of a vocabulary word. (You can put a bell or a maraca on a small desk or table in front of the competing players and they have to shake/ring when they know the answer.) The first two students in the line will compete to call out the corresponding Spanish word.  The fastest correct answer wins a point for his or her team. The players will then move to the end of the line and the next two students will compete. Make sure the entire class can see the pictures and have them all repeat the vocabulary after the answers have been given. Note: You can use vocabulary from all three previous classes. 


*Variation for younger students:  Call up one person from each team and set three vocabulary picture cards up at the board or onto the ground. Call out a vocabulary word. Whoever grabs the correct picture card first scores a point for his or her team.  Both students sit down and the game resumes with two new players and three new cards. Keep playing for 5-7 minutes or until every child has had a chance to play.
IX. Teach the new vocabulary: Gather the students back into the circle. Pull out Dani and & Beto. 
Beto: Me gusta mucho a acampar. I really like camping! 
Dani: Sí, yo también.  Yes, me too. 
Beto: Quiero hacer una camita. I want to go on a hike. 
Dani: Buena idea, Beto! ¡Qué divertido! Great idea, Beto. How fun! 
Beto: ¡Vamos! ! Let’s go! (Have the entire class repeat ¡Vamos!)

IX Teach the new vocabulary: This is a great lesson to make really come alive. Have the “hiking items” set out with the corresponding objects in a different part of the room. Move to “el sendero”  by having all the students “hike there”. Encourage the class to sit in a circle on the floor. Get them excited by saying, “Bienvenidos al sendero!” “Welcome to the trail!” Have them repeat el sender after you. Proceed by teaching the new vocabulary by holding up each prop and have each student repeat the words after you at least one time, preferably more. Speed it up as they start to remember to make it more fun. **It may be fun to have a student volunteer stand up and “dress” him or her in the new vocabulary words and objects! 

X. Reinforce the new vocabulary: Hold up the pictures and/or actual objects and have the class repeat in different voices to ensure they each get practice speaking the language. Be sure that each word is repeated a minimum of three times. 
XI. Check in to see if the kids know the vocab: Lay out the objects/flashcards. (You can include the items from last two weeks too.)  Call out a vocab word in Spanish by saying the builder phrase Necesito + the object and have volunteers point to the corresponding object. Alternatively, you can hold up the objects/cards and have the students say the words when you ask ¿Qué necesitas? and they answer Necesito + the object. This is a very important step before moving to a game. 

Pick up Dani and Beto:
Dani: Necesitamos empacar nuestras bolsas para la caminata. We need to pack our bags for the hike. 
Beto: ¡Sí! Clase, ayudanos! Class, help us. 
Teacher-gather all the objects for this game and activity. For older classes you can incorporate objects from previous classes as well. For mixed ages and younger ones, feel to free to slowly add them in. 

XII. Juego: Bolsa-Divide the class into two teams-Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. Give each team a backpack or a paper bag. Put all the hiking or other related camping objects or picture of the said objects onto a table or spread across the floor. Have the teams sit in a “u” shape around the objects/pictures. Call the first person from each team up with their bag. Call out a vocabulary word. Whichever player can put the correct object or picture into his or her bag first scores a point. Keep playing until every student has had an opportunity to compete or until 5-7 minutes have passed. (Note: Be sure to have the entire class repeat each word after the answer is given to keep them engaged, but also to help reinforce learning.)
XIII. Reinforcement Activity: Necesito…Remind the class that necesito means “I need”. Have the students repeat the phrase. Then play this game that is similar to “I am going on a picnic…” Sit in a big circle and pass around an object such as a maraca, sombrero or stuffed animal. Each student will need to say Necesito _____ and name a camping related object as they are passed the object. They also need to repeat the vocabulary that everyone else has said thus far as well. For example: Necesito el pañuelo, los binoculars, etc. For older students, have them try and remember all on their own. If they forget a word they are out and the circle gets smaller. Keep playing until only a few students remain. For the younger students or for a mixed grades class, you can have the class repeat the list and the student holding the object only needs to come up with the new word.

Alternate juego/reinforcement activity: Árbol caliente: Explain that Dani and Beto are very hot and want to rest under a tree. (Use this as an opportunity to reinforce this vocabulary word!) However, when they get to el árbol, it is still not. 
Have the class sit in a big circle on the floor. Play music in Spanish and start passing a picture of a tree. Explain that when the music stops whoever is holding el árbol will have to identify a vocabulary word in Spanish. (Like hot potato)
XII. Merienda Y Notas Culturales:  Have the students get their snacks and go sit at the table quietly while you teach the culture portion of today’s class. Remember this cultural part is not optional! If you can show pictures on your phone or lap top as well as these pictures. 
Start this conversation by asking the students what they think one of the most famous “senderos” in the world is? Explain that it is el sendero a Machu Picchu in Peru! If you walk (hike) to the trail it can take 2-4 days! That is why most people take a bus or train most of the way. However, the hike is still challenging! Machu Pichu is 8,000 ft above sea level. That’s high isn’t it? It is so high that travels have to arrive in Peru several days early so that their bodies can get used to this height, which is called altitude. However, some people still get sick from the height! Peruvians often sell travelers special teas and candies to help with this sickness. You may be asking yourself why people would want to travel somewhere that was hard to get to and could make you sick from the height right? Well Machu Picchu is an amazing place! It is where the ancient Incan people lived. (The indigenous people similar to the Native Americans in the USA)In fact Machu Picchu is one of the most popular places to travel to in the world. 
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Show the students Peru on “el mapa”. Ask if they’d like to hike Machu Picchu someday? 
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If there is time you can show a picture of an alpaca and explain that for centuries the people high in the mountains in Peru have eaten alpaca for their meat. This may seem strange to us, but what do we eat in the USA that may sound strange to other countries? 

Cleanup:   Give the students a warning to clean up. After 5 minutes all snacks need to be put away. March back to the circle as a class singing the theme song. 

Pick up Dani and Beto. 
Beto: Quieres correr? Do you want to race?
Dani: ¡Claro! Of course!
Teacher: Clase quieren correr? Class do you want to race? 

XIV. Juego Review: Racing Game: This will be played like a relay game. Divide the class into two teams Equipo Dani y Equipo Beto and have them stand in two lines facing the board.  Have something for the students to put the flashcards in like a paper bag or backpack. Make sure to have two pictures or objects of each vocabulary word introduced above (one for each team). Place these pictures scattered on a table or up on the board. As you call out a vocabulary word in Spanish, the first student in line from each team will race to pick out the matching picture. He or she will bring it back to the team and pass it to the next student. This student will say the word in Spanish and pass it to the next person in line to continue. Once all students in the team have received the picture and repeated the word, the last student to do so will race it back up to the front of the room and place the card in their “bolsa.” The fastest team scores a point. Continue by having the next player in line start the race for the new vocabulary word you call out. Play the game for 5-7 minutes or until all vocabulary words have been called.
XV. Juego la linterna: If you can, bring in two flashlights for this game. Divide the class into two teams Equipo Dani y Equipo Beto. Place the picture flashcards of the vocabulary from today’s class up at the board. Have the teams in lines facing the board. Give a flashlight to the first player from each team. If possible, turn some of the lights down in the classroom, but still enough so that they can see the pictures. As you call out a vocabulary word in Spanish the students must race to shine the flashlight on the correct picture card. The fastest correct student wins a point for their team. The game resumes with the next students in line. Once all students have had a turn, the team with the most points wins! Note: If you are not able to bring in the flashlights, have the students use flyswatters and swat the correct picture flashcard.

XVI. Quiet Activity for Review: Hand out the template from the intranet. Voy a acampar and review what this means. Explain to the class that they will draw—and label—a picture about something they learned in Spanish about camping over the past few classes. Walk around the room and be sure that students are labeling items in Spanish. Help the younger students especially. It is also recommended that you write words up at the board for reference. 

XV. Final juego: Busca tu amigo del sendero- Explain to the students that it is dark on el sendero and Dani and Beto are having a hard time seeing each other. So, in this game the students will need to find their amigo del sendero or their trail friend just like Dani and Beto. Their amigo del sendero will have the matching picture or vocabulary word to the card they receive.  Have two sets of note cards with the Spanish vocabulary words on one and the matching pictures on the other set. Hand the cards out to the students and tell them to keep them a secret. The students should start walking around the room while you play music in Spanish. When you stop the music, the students must find their matching partner without talking.  Once the players are matched have the pairs say their word while holding up the picture. Have the entire class repeat the word or phrase for reinforcement. Change cards and start again.
XVI. Wrap up: Get out Dani and Beto and explain that they had a lot of fun hiking on el sender today, but they are tired and need to go to sleep. Have all of the students say, ¡Adíos! to Dani and Beto. 

**Last 5 Minutes of Class:  It is VERY important that the last 5 minutes of class be organized. This is most likely the only part of your class that parents will see.  

Ending routine: 
-Have the students grab their backpacks and return to the circle on the floor. At this time you can distribute newsletters (on colored paper) and the optional homework.  
-Show the parents at the door something the kids learned. A great way to end is for each student to tell you a “word of the day” using a builder phrase from this or last week.  For example, Ask the students “Qué necesitas para acampar? What do you need to camp? Encourage them to respond with an object and the phrase: “Necesito la linterna” for example.  


-Sing your goodbye song standing and with gestures.
Filing out: 
-Stand at the door and have the class stand in a single file line. Do not let anyone get ahead of you. As the students see their parents, greet the parents and introduce yourself. 
-Say good bye and thank you in Spanish as each child is matched with a parent. 
-Walk the kids who are in after school to designed after school location 
-Return to your room to clean up.
