Hacienda means ranch or estate in Spanish. On the hacienda there is an owner (patrón) and there are ranch hand workers on horse back (gauchos o vacqueros). There are many animals which are unique to Peru and the Andes Mountains. Llamas and alpacas are types of camels that are domesticated in Peru. People have them at their houses or on their farms. Llamas are used for their meat and their course hair for weaving ponchos and other clothing items. They are also a respected and sacred animal to the Andean culture. The alpacas are smaller than the llamas and are more valuable because they have better wool and tastier meat.
