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Vamos a Jugar: Theme-based course with Dani y Beto.

Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. Please note the puppets are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 

Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, Dani and Beto puppets, and the Mi parque favorito coloring sheets or blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying ¡Hola! Take attendance and have the students say “presente.”  Remind students of the Classroom Responsibilities and Consequence and Rewards system with the visuals. Make sure they recognize the attention-getter and can explain what they should do when you use it. Hand out the name tags to each student and direct them to the seating arrangement you have set up. 
Merienda & Notas Culturales: See Day One for full merienda guidelines.
Gather all your students into a circle for the culture lesson. Review the different Spanish speaking countries with the students showing a map visual. Say or write the number 470 million and have your students guess what that number represents. It is the number of Spanish speakers worldwide. Spanish is the primary language of 21 countries in the world. Over 41 million people in the United States speak Spanish as a first language and that number continues to grow. In addition, 12 million people are bilingual Spanish speakers in the U.S. 

Explain that Dani and Beto go to the park where they live in Mérida, Mexico which is a good-sized city.  There, they have not only a playground (patio de recreo) but also a soccer field (campo de fútbol) and tables to have picnic lunches.  Ask them what things they think Dani and Beto are doing at the park while your class has snack, and ask your students what types of things they do when they go to parks here.  Let the students know that children in Mexico play similar playground games or sing rhymes. Here are some examples you can share with the students:

· Gallinita Ciega/The Blind Hen: To play this game, you need a handkerchief or a cloth and more than three people to play. The game starts when you choose somebody to be the hen. Then you put the handkerchief over the hen's eyes and turn the now blind hen around for a few seconds.  After that, everybody runs and the blind hen has to catch somebody and guess who that person is. If the blind hen is right, that person becomes the new blind hen. If not, the hen is blindfolded again and the game continues.

· Sol y Hielo/Sun and Ice:  To play this traditional game, you form two teams. There is no age limit or limit of number of players. The players on one team run after you. When one touches you and says ice, you can't move. You stand still until one of the players on your team comes and touches you and says sun. Then you are free to run again.
Ask your students if they play any similar games. 

Continue explaining that today’s adventure with Dani and Beto is going to be at a park. In different Spanish speaking countries, there are different ways to say the same thing. For example: in Spain they call a slide a tobogán, but in Mexico they say resbaladilla. In English we have different words for the same things as well. For example: in English you can say drinking fountain or bubbler. In the United States we say elevator and in England they call it a lift.

Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 

Cantamos: Sing your designated greeting song with the students. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for example greeting songs can be found on the day 1 lesson plan. After singing the song, review what bien, mal, más o menos means. Show visuals to show the emotions and use lots of gestures when singing the song. Offer each student a turn to answer how he or she is feeling by asking them ¿Cómo estás (student’s name)? Have the student answer and show a thumbs up and happy face for bien, thumbs down and sad face for mal, and open hand facing up and flips down for más o menos gesture. After every student has answered, the whole class resumes the song.
Puppet time! 

Invite all of the students to sit down in a circle on the floor. Pull out your puppets and check to see what the class remembers from the last lesson using the conversation below.  Remember to have fun and use your liveliest voices for Dani and Beto to keep your students engaged.

Dani y Beto: ¡Hola clase! 
Teacher: ¿Clase, cómo se llama él? What is his name? (Pointing to the Beto puppet.) Have the entire class repeat, “Beto.”

Teacher: ¿Clase, cómo se llama ella? What is her name? (Pointing to the Dani puppet.) Have the entire class repeat, “Dani.”

Name practice: Review with the students that “¿Cómo te llamas?” means what is your name. The response is “Me llamo ____.” If possible, have a small white board with the phrases written out for the students to see. To practice this conversation, start by asking a student the question and encouraging them to answer. They will then ask another student and so on until each student has participated. For classes with younger students, feel free to use puppets to engage the students in the conversation practice.

Review Juego: Charades In order to review the pasatiempos vocabulary from last week, play a game of Charades. Divide the class into two teams: Team Beto and Team Dani. Have one player from each team come up to the front of the room. Whisper the name of a vocabulary word from last week into each player’s ear. When you say, “Start!” the players will act out that vocabulary word (no talking allowed!). Whichever team correctly guesses the activity being mimed (in Spanish, of course) first scores a point for the team. A few hints: Prior to starting the game, hold up the picture flashcards of each vocabulary item and review the vocabulary orally before you get started to ensure success. Also, remind the students to “levanten la mano” raise their hands to give their answers instead of shouting them out so you can be sure who answered first.

Cantamos:  Review and sing the “theme song” for the class: “Vamos a jugar.”  To help the students remember the song, try singing a line first and then having the students repeat after you. Once they have a handle on the lyrics, sing the whole song together. Don’t forget to give instructions in both Spanish and English and to use gestures.  Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for this song can be found on the day 1 lesson plan.
Vocabulary: After teaching the song, emphasize what the lyrics mean. “We’re going to play with Dani and with Beto.  We’re going to play…wow, how fun!” Particularly emphasize the phrase “Vamos a jugar,” which is the title of this course.
Puppet time! Pick the puppets back up and continue the conversation.  Make sure to have today’s picture flashcards at hand.
Beto:¿Qué vamos a hacer hoy?  What are we going to do today?  
Dani: Hmmm…  ¿Quieres jugar? Do you want to play?
Beto: ¿Aquí en casa?  (Ask your students if any of them know the word “casa,” then help them interpret Bet’s question.) 

Dani: No.  Vamos a jugar en el parque.  (Ask students if they remember what Vamos a jugar means, and then see if anyone can guess the meaning of the word parque by using cognates.  Encourage their efforts with lots of praise and enthusiasm.)  No.  Let’s go play in the park. (Hold up the picture flashcard for el parque and have all your students repeat the word.)
Beto: ¡Excelente!  ¡Vamos al parque! 

Teacher: Encourage all your students to shout along with Dani and Beto: “¡Vamos al parque!” 

Beto:  ¡Espera!  Wait!  
Dani:  ¿Qué pasa, Beto?  What’s wrong, Beto?

Beto:  ¿Qué hay en el parque? What’s in the park?

Dani:  ¡Todo!  Everything!  Te voy a mostrar.  I’ll show you.

Introducing New Vocabulary

Gather your students in a circle and hand each student a picture flashcard from today’s lesson.  They must prop up the picture in front of them as you continue the conversation with the puppets so it can easily be seen.  Explain to them that they need to watch carefully for the gestures Dani and Beto make that will clue them in when their vocabulary item is mentioned.  When it is, the student who has that picture must hold the card up above his/her head.  Practice with one or two students to be sure everyone understands and be sure to briefly look over each card—in English—to make sure the students know what each one represents.

Dani: ¡Hay de todo en el parque! Hay columpios.  (Have Dani demonstrate swinging back and forth until the student with that card raises it up to show everyone.) 

Beto:  ¡Me gustan los columpios! 

Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “columpio” en inglés?  Sí, “columpio” es “swing.”  (Make sure to point out that the plural is made like it is in English; by adding an s.  Have the class repeat both words, and then challenge everyone to pretend to swing without getting up from where they are sitting.  This works especially well with younger children.)

Dani: En el parque, hay resbaladillas. (Have Dani demonstrate sliding down a chair, your arm, etc., until the student with that card raises it up to show everyone.) 
Beto:  ¡Me gustan las resbaladillas! 

Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “resbaladilla” en inglés?  Sí, “resbaladillas” es “slide.”  (Make sure to point out that the plural is made like it is in English; by adding an s.  Have the class repeat both words, and then challenge everyone make a sliding hand motion. Break the word down into syllables to make it easier for students to learn and remember.) Note: In Spain, they say “tobogán” for slide. 
Dani: En el parque, hay un subibaja. (Here, have Dani and Beto appear to seesaw in midair until the student with that card raises it up to show everyone.)
Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “subibaja” en inglés?  Sí, “subibaja” es “seesaw/teeter totter.”  (Make sure to point out that the plural is made like it is in English; by adding an s.  Have the class repeat both words, and then challenge everyone to pair up and pretend to be on a seesaw.)

Beto:  ¡El subibaja es muy divertido!  The seesaw is really fun!  ¿Qué más vamos a hacer en el parque?

Dani:  Vamos a trepar las barras.  (Have Dani act out crossing the monkey bars until the student with the correct card raises it.)
Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué son “ las barras” en inglés?  Sí, “las barras” are “the monkey bars.”  (Have the class repeat the phrase, pointing out how similar barras is to the English “bars.”  Finally, challenge the class to act out climbing the monkey bars before returning to their sitting positions.)

Beto: Quiero jugar con la pelota también. I want to play with a ball too. (Pass a ball around to the students and have each student say “pelota” when they receive the ball.) 

Juego:  Simón Dice 

Explain that Dani and Beto have arrived at the park, and they want to play with the class!  First game up?  ¡Simón dice!  To ensure the game is a success, start by holding up all the picture flashcards and have students repeat each new word in Spanish. Then, get them on their feet.  Explain that they are going to enjoy a park game:  Simón dice, or “Simon Says.” You will give the students a phrase in Spanish (e.g., “Vamos a los columpios”) while holding up the appropriate vocabulary card, and they should complete the activity (acting out swinging)….but only if you began the sentence with “Simón dice…”  If they complete the activity when Simón didn’t say, they’re out.  Continue playing until 5-7 minutes are up, or until only one or two students is left. Include vocabulary from the previous day as well.  Sample phrases include:

· (Simón dice) vamos a las barras

· (Simón dice) vamos a dibujar
· (Simón dice) vamos a la resbaladilla
· (Simón dice) vamos a jugar con la pelota
· (Simón dice) vamos a jugar videojuegos


Cantamos: En el parque

Dani:  ¡Qué divertido!

Beto:  Sí.  Me gustan los juegos.  Yes, I like games.  Ahora ¿qué vamos a hacer?  Now what are we going to do?

Dani:  ¡Vamos a cantar!

Teach your students this song line by line, modeling and building off the lines before.  Make sure to give them visual cues by holding up the vocabulary cards as you sing each verse. Once the students are comfortable with the words, add in appropriate gestures for each verse to reinforce learning.  Tip: If you have a class of younger students, just teach the first couple of lines. You can add on each week if you would like. Here is the Vimeo video to practice the tune: En el parque song

Juego: Pelota Caliente: Explain that because it is so sunny the ball is HOT! Play a fun game of Pelota Caliente, as great reinforcement. Start by having your class sit in a circle and put on some fun music. Hand out una pelota to pass. When you stop the music, whoever is holding the pelota needs to answer a question. For example: ¿Qué significa “barras” en inglés? What does las barras mean in English? Keep playing until everyone has had a turn or until 5-7 minutes have passed. 


Juego: Race Around the Parque! 
Have two sets of the vocabulary images and put into paper bags or buckets. Divide the class into two teams, Team Dani and Team Beto, and have the teams form two lines in front of the bags. When you call out a vocabulary word using the phrase “Me gusta…” the players in the front of the line must race to find the corresponding picture in the bag. Whoever does this the quickest, scores a point for his or her team. Those players then move to the end of the line and the game resumes with the new players. To reinforce learning hold up each flashcard at the end of the game and have the students say the words out loud together as a class.

Juego: ¿Qué falta? Gather the students around either a table or a space on the floor. Have various park and playground elements scattered around, face up. Hold up each image and say the vocabulary word together. Explain that Dani and Beto missed one fun part of the playground, and they need to make sure to do it before they go.  The class has to figure out which one it is!  Then, one student is going to get sent out of the room. While that student is gone, one of the images is going to be hidden. When the student returns, he or she must guess which image is missing by saying the word in Spanish. Remind the students to pay careful attention! If the student guesses correctly, that student can get a small reward like a sticker. Be sure to praise all efforts to answer. 
Juego: Pictionary

Split the students into two teams and make sure each team has a spot on a board or a large piece of paper on which to draw.  Call up the first person in each team and tell them, in Spanish, which vocabulary word they are drawing.  Make sure they know what the word is, and then have them draw it for their team.  The first team to correctly identify it in Spanish gets a point.  For a class full of very young children, you can adapt by being the artist while the two teams guess what you are drawing.  TIP:  Use words from both Day One and Day Two (pasatiempos and el parque).


Parque Activity: Ask your students to get out their crayons or other drawing supplies, then hand out a blank white paper. Partner them up for the following activity.  Explain that Dani and Beto are discussing what their favorite park would be like while they take a break, and the students will get to do the same!  In partners, one student will tell the other student what their ideal park has. Encourage them to use the phrase, “Me gusta…” The second student will then “build” them their dream park by drawing what the first student describes!  Once one park is drawn, they will switch so that the other student is giving instructions and the other student is drawing.  Before beginning, post the vocabulary pictures where students can see them and go over some sample phrases.  For example:

Me gustan columpios.

Me gusta un subibaja.

Me gustan las barras.

When the students finish, make sure they each put their names on the art and take them home to show their parents. 
Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Sing the “Es la hora de decir adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. The lyrics and link to the Vimeo channel for this song are on the day 1 lesson plan. They can sing together as they are cleaning and packing up.  

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up.  Make sure each student gets picked up by his or her parent or guardian and safely leaves your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time you can play a fun game of Around the World. You can also have students finish any unfinished art projects. See Day 1 for an explanation of Around the World.
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
