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Vamos a Jugar: Theme-based course with Dani y Beto.

Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. Please note the puppets are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 

Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, Dani and Beto puppets, and blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying ¡Hola! Take attendance and have the students say “presente.”  Remind students of the Classroom Responsibilities and Consequence and Rewards system with the visuals. Make sure they recognize the attention-getter and can explain what they should do when you use it. Hand out the name tags to each student and direct them to the seating arrangement you have set up. 

Merienda & Notas Culturales: See Day One for full merienda guidelines. Gather all your students into a circle on the floor. Using a map or Mexico, show them how much coastline it has.  Make sure to point out Dani and Beto’s home, Mérida.  Explain how Mexican people who live in coastal (beach) cities and towns have very different lives than those who live inland. The towns look different (show the example pictures from intranet). The food is even different. Ask your students why this might be and then give an example: Ie: Mexicans in coastal towns eat fish and other seafood as their staples; whereas this type of food would not be very common inland. (Show picture of typical meal from Mérida) Next, you might talk about some beach activities that different people in Mexico, as well as tourists from all over the world visiting Mexico’s beaches, enjoy.  One such activity is the Banana Boat.  You can see a full description here: Banana Boat website  Among other things, it’s interesting to point out to students that there is not set price for Banana Boat rides; if you want to go, you’ll need to negotiate with the driver.  (This is a good time to explain the common practice of bargaining for goods and services in Mexico.) You can also talk about the other exciting things that one can do at the beach: whale watching, deep sea fishing, parasailing. Be sure to point out that these are expensive activities! Ask you students if they have traveled to a beach and, if so, what were some unique things about it that may be different from life at home.
Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 

Cantamos: Sing your designated greeting song with the students. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for example greeting songs can be found on the day 1 lesson plan. After singing the song, review what bien, mal, más o menos means. Show visuals to show the emotions and use lots of gestures when singing the song. Offer each student a turn to answer how he or she is feeling by asking them ¿Cómo estás (student’s name)? Have the student answer and show a thumbs up and happy face for bien, thumbs down and sad face for mal, and open hand facing up and flips down for más o menos gesture. After every student has answered, the whole class resumes the song.
Dani y Beto: ¡Hola clase! (Encourage the class to respond and greet the puppets.)
Teacher: La semana pasada, Dani y Beto fueron al parque. Last week, Dani and Beto went to the “parque.” ¿Qué significa “parque”? What does “parque” mean? (Have the whole class repeat “parque” and be sure to praise any students who try and answer.) 

Dani: Vamos a cantar la canción “En el parque.” We are going to sing the song “En el parque.” Todos levántense, por favor.  Everyone stand up, please. 

Cantamos: En el parque

Have all of the students stand up and review the song from Day Two, sung to the tune of “Are You Sleeping (Brother John).”  You can find the lyrics in the Day Two lesson plan. Before beginning, review the vocabulary words in the song using your flashcards.  While singing, reinforce the vocabulary words by holding up the cards or vocabulary objects as the students name them. 
Juego de repaso:  Simón Dice 

Explain that Dani and Beto are on their way to the beach.  On their way, they pass the parque…what a great excuse for ¡Simón dice!  To ensure the game is a success, start by holding up all the prepared flashcards and have students repeat each word from last lesson and the phrases from this lesson in Spanish. Have everyone stand up facing the front of the room.  Explain that they are going to enjoy a park game:  Simón dice, or “Simon Says.” You will give the students a phrase in Spanish (e.g., “Vamos a los columpios” or “Vamos a las barras”) while holding up the appropriate vocabulary card, and they should complete the activity (acting out swinging or monkey bars), but only if you began the sentence with “Simón dice…”  Note: The elimination aspect of this game is optional. It can be fun and easy for the younger students to keep playing even if they make a mistake. Continue playing until 5-7 minutes are up.  Sample phrases include:

· (Simón dice) vamos a las barras

· (Simón dice) vamos a dibujar

· (Simón dice) vamos a la resbaladilla

· (Simón dice) vamos a jugar juegos

Notes: This can be replaced with Asiento Caliente or Pictionary depending on the personality and ages of your class. 

Puppet time! Pick the puppets up and continue the conversation.  Make sure to have your vocabulary cards for the lesson at hand.
Beto: ¿Qué vamos a hacer hoy?  What are we going to do today?  

Dani: Hmmm…  ¿Quieres jugar en el parque? Do you want to play in the park?

Beto: Mmmm…hoy no.  Not today.  Hace calor.  It’s hot. 
Dani: ¡Entonces, vamos a la playa! Then let’s go to the beach! (Hold up the flashcard for la playa and have all your students repeat the word.)

Beto: ¡Excelente!  ¡Vamos a la playa! Great! Let’s go to the beach!

Teacher: Encourage the students to repeat: “¡Vamos a la playa!” 

Dani:¿Qué vamos a hacer en la playa?  (See if your class can interpret this sentence.  Offer support and encouragement.) 

Beto:  ¿Qué te gusta hacer en la playa, Dani?  What do you like to do at the beach, Dani?

Dani: Clase, ¿qué les gusta hacer?  Class, what do you all like to do? 
Teacher: Keeping students in the circle, use this as a jumping-off point to introduce the vocabulary as noted below.
Introducing New Vocabulary

Use your puppets to ask the students in Spanish what they like to do when they are at the beach.  Allow them to answer in English but use the puppets to share the Spanish responses.  (IE: Sí, sí…nadar en el agua…me gusta nadar en el agua…)  When someone mentions an activity for which you have a flashcard (jugar en la arena, surfear, nadar), hold it up and have the class repeat the phrase several times.  Hand the student that card and ask them to prop up the picture in front of them so it can easily be seen as you continue the conversation.  Once all students have said something they like to do at the beach, go over any vocabulary not covered and make sure they understand. 

Juego: Charades

Dani:  Vamos a hacer muchas cosas en la playa.  We are going to do all kinds of things at the beach.
Beto:  Adivina que voy a hacer.  Guess what I am going to do.
Dani:  No sé. I don’t know.  

Beto: (Set the puppet on a book or something similar and demonstrate him “surfing.”)
Dani:  Todavía no sé.  I still don’t know. Clase, ¿qué va a hacer Beto?  Class, what is Beto going to do?  (Let them shout out their guesses.  Offer support and encouragement.)  ¡Sí! ¡Beto va a surfear!  Beto is going to surf!  Yo voy a surfear también.   I am going to surf, too!  
To ensure success with Charades, briefly review the flashcards together before playing, and then explain to the class that they will all be acting out the different things they can do at the beach.  Divide the class into two teams: Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto.  Invite one student from each team up to the front and whisper an activity in Spanish to them.  When you ask “¿Qué vamos a hacer en la playa?” the students will begin acting out what you told them.  The first team to correctly guess the answer wins a point for the team.  
Puppet Time: (Note: It would be great to have a real bucket and shovel and even water and sand for this portion.)
Dani: ¡Qué divertido!  How fun!
Beto:  ¡Sí!  ¡Vámanos ya!  Let’s go already!!

Dani:  No, no, no.  Necesitamos algunas cositas.  No, no, no.  We need a few things.  

Beto:  ¡No necesitamos nada!  Hay agua.  Hay arena.  (Hold up the corresponding pictures and have students repeat the vocabulary words.)

Dani:  Ay, Beto.  Sí, hay agua.  Hay arena también. Pero necesitamos la palita (display flashcard) y la cubeta (display flashcard).
Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “palita” en inglés?  Sí, “palita” es “shovel.”  (Make sure to point out that the –ita ending here indicates it is a little shovel, one for kids at the beach.  Then, have the class repeat the word and challenge everyone to pretend to dig.)
Beto:  Sí.  Necesitamos una palita. 
Dani:  Y una cubeta.  (Hold up the picture again and have the class repeat.)

Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “cubeta” en inglés?  Sí, “cubeta” es “bucket.”  

Cantamos: Vamos a la Playa YA

This is a chant, not a song, intended to be recited with increasing enthusiasm. You can see it modeled on the Futura Vimeo channel, Click here to learn the chant tune. Make sure to explain the use of the diminutive –ito/ita ending and go over each vocabulary word accordingly. Teach it to your students the chant line by line.  (Explain that it can also be used as a cariño, not just a way of saying “little.”) Notes: Add clapping to emphasize each phrase. Also, if you have a younger group of students, just teach the first two verses.

Activity: Playa Relay 

For this activity, you will need two beach buckets (or paper bags onto which you can glue a picture of a bucket) and the two sets of flashcards from this lesson.  Explain to your class that time is starting to run out, and Dani and Beto will need to get home soon.  However, they still have a lot left to do, and they want to fit it all in before they go!  Explain that their job is to help Dani and Beto race to do everything. Divide your class into two teams: Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto.  At one end of each line, spread the two sets of vocabulary cards out in front of the students.  At the other end, have the last student in each line holding a beach bucket.  When you say a phrase or object in Spanish, the first student in line must find it, grab it, and start passing it back to the last student in line so s/he can place it in the bucket.  As soon as the first team gets it in, tell the line leaders the next object.  Continue playing until all the cards are gone, and then praise the class for their efforts with un aplauso. 
Cantamos: Sing the “theme song” for the class: “Vamos a jugar” as a transition to the next activity. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for this song can be found on the day 1 lesson plan.

Juego: Nadamos (for younger students)

Review all the vocabulary from today as a class with the pictures Have the students stand up, and then say one of the vocabulary words using a phrase like, “Me gusta nadar.” The students will need to start “swimming” around the room. When you say “¡Basta!” they must freeze. You then call out another phrase such as “Vamos a surfear” and they must act that out accordingly. You can have the students who move when you say Basta sit out or if they do the wrong motion when you call out the vocabulary word. Or you can just keep playing until you have exhausted all the related vocabulary words. Be sure to make this activity fun and silly!

Juego: Pistas (for older students) This is another good option for a cumulative review.  From all three days so far, choose a variety of flashcards you want to review (about 10).  Keep the flashcards and divide the class into two teams: Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. Line the two teams up facing you. Put your vocabulary words in a hat or a bag so you can draw blindly. Explain that you are going to give a pista or clue for the vocabulary word you draw. The players at the front of the line must race to say the word in Spanish. Whoever says the right word the fastest scores a point for the team. The players then go to the end of the line and the next players in line will be given the next clue. Some suggested clues are listed below. Feel free to add more! 
Sample Clues:
You need someone to push me.  (los columpios)

If you like to build with sand, you need me! (la palita)
Play Station, Nintendo Switch, Xbox (jugar videojuegos)

You can do this and be a famous artist! (dibujar)

If you want to play with someone at the beach, bring me! (amigo(a) o primo(a))

Juego: ¿Qué falta? Gather the students around either a table or a space on the floor. Have the vocabulary cards from today’s lesson scattered around, face up. Hold up each image and say the vocabulary word together. Explain that Dani and Beto missed one fun part of the beach, and they need to make sure to do it before they go.  The class has to figure out which one it is!  Then, one student is blindfolded or covers their eyes.  While that student is unable to see, (Probably better to not send any students out of sight and sound!) one of the images is going to be hidden. When the student returns, he or she must guess which image is missing by saying the word in Spanish. Remind the students to pay careful attention! If the student guesses correctly, that student can get a small reward like an aplauso or a sticker. Be sure to praise all efforts to answer. 

Juego: En la playa vamos a…(An adaptation of I am going on a picnic and…)

Gather all the students into a circle and explain that they will be playing a memory game: En la playa, vamos a… (*If you have a group of younger students, simply review playa and then have them say only Vamos a…)

Teach the class the chant “*En la playa, vamos a…” by having them repeat it after you in two parts.  Be sure to emphasize what the phrase means. Be sure they understand that “y” means and, as they will need to use this during the game. If they are comfortable, you can add movements.  The students should strike their knees twice with their palms, then clap their hands twice continuously to establish the rhythm.  Explain that the students will all say the chant and go around the circle clockwise. Each student will need to say a new activity in Spanish. They can use any of the words from this lesson, as well as appropriate activities (like jugar juegos; you can also include phrases like jugar con el cubito if you teach them to your students first) from previous lessons. Students must remember what each person in front of them said and repeat that as well. 
Example: 

Class: En la playa, vamos a…

Student one: nadar

Class: En la playa, vamos a…

Student two: nadar y surfear

Class: En la playa, vamos a… 

Student three: nadar y surfear y jugar 

Note: To reduce pressure on your students, you can have everyone say the complete list together before each student names the new word or phrase. Alternatively, for a competitive and capable class, you can continue playing until only a few students remain.

Playa Activity: Ask your students to get out their crayons or other drawing supplies, then hand each student a blank page. Tell them to draw what they will do with Dani and Beto when they get to a beach in Mexico someday. As they work, go around to help your students label their pictures in Spanish. (IE: Vamos a nadar.)  To make this project unique and extra sensory, consider bringing in art sand or salt to glue on, blue cling wrap for the water, etc.  When the students finish, make sure they each put their names on the art. If there is time, have the students present their pictures to the class using the appropriate vocabulary words in Spanish. Encourage mucho aplauso!
Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Sing the “Es la hora de decir adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. The lyrics and link to the Vimeo channel for this song are on the day 1 lesson plan. They can sing together as they are cleaning and packing up.  

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up.  Make sure each student gets picked up by his or her parent or guardian and safely leaves your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time you can play a fun game Pesca/Go Fish. 
Review Juego: Pesca/Go Fish 

In order to review the vocabulary from the past three classes, play a game of Go Fish. 

Explain that Dani and Beto are going to jugar un juego and try to collect their favorite things to do. ¡Qué divertido!   Challenge them with a game of Go Fish/Pesca, which is a matching game. First teach your class the basic phrases: ¿Tienes ______? and ¡Pesca!  Use the picture flashcards for the game and if needed make copies for additional sets to play with. Divide your class into groups of three or four. Basic rules: Each player is dealt four cards, and the rest are put in a pile in the middle. The object is to get pairs of cards with the same item on them. If a player has a pair, s/he can put it face down, thus discarding it. The first person to discard or otherwise get rid of all their cards wins. 

The first player begins the game by asking another player for a certain kind of card (IE: ¿Tienes columpios?). If the other player has one, s/he hands it over. Otherwise, s/he tells the first player ¡Pesca! He or she will then pick the top card off the pile in the middle. Either of these answers ends the turn. The next person in the circle then asks someone for a card, etc. 
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
