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Vamos a Jugar: Theme-based course with Dani y Beto.

Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. Please note the puppets are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 

Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, Dani and Beto puppets, and blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying ¡Hola! Take attendance and have the students say “presente.”  Remind students of the Classroom Responsibilities and Consequence and Rewards system with the visuals. Make sure they recognize the attention-getter and can explain what they should do when you use it. Hand out the name tags to each student and direct them to the seating arrangement you have set up. 

Merienda & Notas Culturales: See Day One for full merienda guidelines. Gather all your students into a circle on the floor. Explain how the word barrio is still the most commonly used word in Mexico. Explain that Dani and Beto live in a neighborhood (un barrio) in Mérida, Mexico. If you want, reinforce this on the map. Even though they may not have heard of Mérida, it is a fairly large city of over one million people. Using some of the pictures posted on the intranet show your students what typical neighborhoods in Mérida (where Dani and Beto are from) look like.  You can point out how yards are not common in Mexico, so families and friends tend to gather in the zócalo or town square or main plaza.  Children may also play in the street in front of their house. Ask your students what types of things they think Mexican children like to do in their neighborhoods.  You can explain how each city, town, or Mexican state usually has a feria or a big carnival once a year. In Mérida the fair is called the Feria Yucatán X’Matkuil (Yucatan Fair). (pronounced ish-MOTT-koo-eel) Similar to a state fair, all the people from the town gather and there is music and food in the streets. There are also animals to see and vendors selling things. Another interesting thing to point out about Mérida is that there is a large Mayan population even today and a third of the people speak Yucatec Maya as their first language, not Spanish. The name of the annual fair is a Mayan word. Most young people, however, speak Spanish and may also study English in school. Next, you might talk about some beach activities that all sorts of different people in Mexico enjoy. Or you may talk about your travels and experiences in Spanish speaking countries. 

Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 

Cantamos: Sing your designated greeting song with the students. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for example greeting songs can be found on the day 1 lesson plan. After singing the song, review what bien, mal, más o menos means. Show visuals to show the emotions and use lots of gestures when singing the song. Offer each student a turn to answer how he or she is feeling by asking them ¿Cómo estás (student’s name)? Have the student answer and show a thumbs up and happy face for bien, thumbs down and sad face for mal, and open hand facing up and flips down for más o menos gesture. After every student has answered, the whole class resumes the song.
Dani y Beto: ¡Hola clase! (Encourage the class to respond and greet the puppets.)
Teacher: La semana pasada, Dani y Beto fueron a la playa. Last week, Dani and Beto went to the “playa.” ¿Qué significa “playa”? What does “playa” mean? (Have the whole class repeat “playa” and be sure to praise any students who try and answer.) Vamos a cantar la canción “Vamos a la playa YA.” We are going to sing the song “Vamos a la playa YA.” Todos levántense, por favor.  Use gestures to encourage everyone to stand up.

Cantamos: Vamos a la playa YA

With all the students standing, review the chant from Day Three.  You can find the lyrics in the lesson plans. Note: Before beginning, you will want to review the vocabulary words in the song using your flashcards.  While singing, reinforce the vocabulary words by holding up the cards or vocabulary objects as the students name them. 

Juego de repaso: Playa Relay 

For this activity, you will need two beach buckets (or paper bags onto which you can glue a picture of a bucket) and the two sets of flashcards from this lesson.  Explain to your class that time is starting to run out, and Dani and Beto will need to get home soon.  However, they still have a lot left to do, and they want to fit it all in before they go!  Explain that their job is to help Dani and Beto race to do everything. Divide your class into two teams: Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto.  At one end of each line, spread the two sets of vocabulary cards out in front of the students.  At the other end, have the last student in each line holding a beach bucket.  When you say a phrase or object in Spanish, the first student in line must find it, grab it, and start passing it back to the last student in line so s/he can place it in the bucket.  As soon as the first team gets it in, tell the line leaders the next object.  Continue playing until all the cards are gone, and then praise the class for their efforts with un aplauso. 

Puppet time! Pick the puppets back up and continue the conversation.  Make sure to have your vocabulary cards for the lesson at hand. Have Spanish music playing for this skit. 
Dani: (Hold the puppet in a way to demonstrate that Dani is singing to herself as the music plays, dancing a little. If possible put headphones on Dani to show she is listening to music.) 
Beto: ¡Hola, Dani!

Dani: (Still singing to herself as the music plays, dancing.) 

Beto:  (Louder.)  ¡HOLA, Dani!

Dani:  ¡Ay! (Turn the music off or down.) ¡Hola, primo! Hi cousin!
Beto: ¿Te gusta escuchar música?  Do you like to listen to music?  (Teacher: point out that música and “music” are cognates and have your students repeat the phrase.)

Dani: ¡Claro! Me gusta la música.   ¿Te gusta bailar, Beto? Do you like to dance Beto?

Dani:  ¡Vamos a bailar!  (Have the class repeat the phrase together. 
Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “bailar?”  Class, what is “bailar”?  Sí, “bailar” es “to dance.”  
Beto:  Me gusta bailar. I like to dance. ¡Vamos a bailar!  
Beto: ¡Qué divertido! How fun!

Dani: Sí.  No necesitamos la playa ni el parque.  We don’t need the beach or the park.  Hay muchas cosas que podemos hacer en el barrio, Beto.  There are a lot of things we can do in our neighborhood, Beto!  (Have the students repeat the word “barrio” and make sure they understand that it means neighborhood.)

Introducing New Vocabulary

Gather your students in a circle on the floor and have your picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary ready for the lesson.
Dani:  En el barrio, me gusta escuchar música. (Show the class the flashcard.  Ask them, “¿Qué es escuchar música?” and reinforce the correct answer by saying, “Sí, escuchar música es listen to music.”  Have every student repeat the phrase escuchar música and then give the card to one of the students to place in front of him or herself, where everyone can see it.  

Beto:  Me gusta bailar. I like to dance. (Show the class the card. Have the students practice the vocabulary word bailar, then give another student the dance card to hold up.) 

Dani:  En el barrio, me gusta andar en bicicleta. (Show the class the card. Have them practice the la bicicleta, then give another student the bike riding card to showcase.) 

Beto: Sí.  Me gustan las bicicletas. I like bikes. 
Teacher:  Continue this pattern for all the vocabulary (pasear, las películas, jugar con amigos, bailar): hold it up and have the class repeat the phrase several times.  Then, hand the student that flashcard and ask them to prop up the picture in front of them so it can easily be seen as you continue the conversation. You may also want to use this opportunity and the examples from above to reinforce the phrases ¿Te gusta? Me gusta.
Cantamos: Sing the “theme song” for the class: “Vamos a jugar” as a transition to the next activity. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for this song can be found on the day 1 lesson plan.

Juego: Copycat
Dani:  Me gusta andar en bicicleta. I like to ride my bike.
Beto:  ¡A mí me gusta andar en bicicleta! I like to ride my bike.
Dani:  Me gustan las películas. I like movies.

Beto:  ¡A mí me gustan las películas! I like movies.

Teacher:  Explain to your students that Beto wants to do everything his older cousin Dani does.  The class going to play a game to help him copy her.
Divide your class into two teams: Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto.  Call up one person from each team while the rest of the students watch carefully.  Explain that you will whisper a vocabulary activity word (from this lesson or from earlier lessons) into the ear of the player from Equipo Dani.  That student will begin to act out the activity, facing the Equipo Beto player, and Equipo Beto must mimic what s/he does.  As soon as someone in the audience (from either team) knows what they are acting out, s/he can raise a hand or “buzz in” (using a signal you set up: a buzzer, a bell, a buzzing noise, etc.) and name, in Spanish, what the two students are doing.   The team with the correct answer earns a point.  (Note: If you have a younger class you may want to substitute this activity with a traditional game of charades.)
Me gusta: In this activity, Dani and Beto will find out what the students like to do. Pass the students an object such as a small ball or maraca. When the student gets the object, he or she should say “Me gusta” and a hobby from today or a past class’ vocabulary they like the most.  Be patient and be sure to help the students with the phrase and vocabulary as needed. It is helpful to have the picture flashcards in the center of the circle or up on the board for them to choose. Encourage them to repeat their answer in Spanish to emphasize the target language.  Note: If students need help in class, you can encourage the class to help by saying, “ayuda, por favor.” If you prefer, have your students roll a ball to different people in the circle to show whose turn it is to answer. 

Pasatiempo Secreto 

Dani:  ¡Basta!  Stop, Beto!  Deja de copiarme.  Stop copying me.

Beto: Pero me gusta hacer lo que haces tú.  But I like to do what you do!

Dani: Entonces, voy a hacer todo en secreto.  Then I am going to do everything in secret!

Explain to your class that they are going to play a game.  Before class, select the hobby vocabulary flashcards that you’ve covered from class enough so that you have one for each child. IE: jugar videojuegos, dibujar, las barras, el subibaja, nadar, bicicleta, pasear, y escuchar mύsica. Before you get the game underway, hold up the flashcards and quickly review the vocabulary. Also, teach them the phrase “¿Qué vamos hacer?”. Tape one card on each student’s back. (There may be a few doubles.)  Make sure each student cannot see the specific card you tape to him/her, though others must be able to see it.  
Put on some fun music in Spanish and explain that the students will start moving around the room. When you stop the music, they must each figure out what activity is taped to their back by asking no more than three people “¿Qué vamos hacer?”  The person will then act out the activity. Make sure to circulate the room to be sure no one is speaking in English.  When it seems like most people have had an opportunity to guess their activity, gather the students on the floor. One by one, have each student show the class his or her back and say in Spanish what activity s/he thinks is taped there.  If correct, the class will say “Sí.”.  If the student is incorrect, have the whole class act out the activity to see if the student can guess correctly.  If not, have another student give the Spanish interpretation. Be sure to offer a lot of praise and encourage aplauso or high fives (dame cinco) for all efforts. 

Tip: The activity as explained above works best for older students. For younger students adapt it as follows:

After reviewing all the vocabulary words, have one student at a time come up to the front of the room. Tape the picture with the word onto the back of that student and spin him or her around. You can then ask ¿Que hace Dani? What is Dani doing? The whole class can then act out the activity and the student must guess in Spanish what that activity is by watching their clues. Be sure to give a lot of positive reinforcement and help when necessary.

To transition, sing “En el parque” from Day Two.

Juego: ¡Basta! 
This is a “dance freeze” game, which is fun for all grades. Explain to the class that Dani wants to dance, but unfortunately, Beto still wants to copy her.  She’s getting a little tired of it and keeps telling him “¡Basta!”  Explain that once you put on the music (use fun Spanish dance music), the students should all start moving around the room dancing. When you stop the music and yell ¡BASTA! all the students must freeze in mid-movement.  Then, walk around and watch closely. Whoever moves first must answer a question related to any vocabulary previously covered. Example: “¿Cómo se dice sand en español?” or “What does bailar mean?” Once the student answers, encourage the whole class to repeat the Spanish vocabulary answer for practice. Continue playing by starting the music again. You can really make this fun by handing out sombreros, maracas, etc. for the dancing.  It also helps older students shed their inhibitions if you dance along with the class. (Be sure to review the classroom responsibilities beforehand to make sure this goes smoothly. Also, limit the activity to 5-7 minutes.)


Juego: Sort/Scramble

For this game, you will need both sets of the vocabulary flashcards. Hold up each card before the game and review the vocabulary words and review with repetition.  Explain that the vocabulary words fit into the three different categories- the places we’ve played with Dani and Beto: el parque, la playa, or el barrio. Divide your class into two teams and give each team a set of flashcards. For classes with younger students give them about 10 flashcards. For classes with older students, you can give up to 20 flashcards. Challenge your students to correctly sort the cards into piles according to the categories above as fast as possible. The group that finishes first should hold up and share the cards for each category. Go over to them out loud as a class to be sure they are correct.  You can also display the cards up at the board together once all teams have completed their category piles. Go over each word in Spanish to reinforce learning. Remember to positively reinforce all efforts!
Juego: Vamos a Jugar Quick-Think

Beto:  ¿Qué vamos a hacer?  Now what are we going to do?

Dani:  No sé…

Gather all the students around and explain you are going to play a game called Vamos a jugar where the class will help Dani and Beto think of all the options they have for things to do. Sit in a big circle and pass around an object such as a maraca, sombrero, or stuffed animal. Each student will need to say Vamos a _____ and name an activity as they are passed the object. They can use any of the vocabulary from the four classes. Students must answer within five seconds and not repeat any previous answers. Keep the speed going and make this very fun and lively. If students can’t think of a new word or can’t answer quickly enough, they move out of the circle and the circle moves in closer. Keep playing until only one or two students remain. (You can ask the students who are “out” to help you play referee to keep them engaged. Also, remember to give positive reinforcement even when students don’t answer correctly.)  TIP:  You may review phrases that work in the Vamos a…  construction before beginning and/or post the vocabulary cards at the front of the room to help jog their memories.

Actividad: Art

Divide your class into partners or groups of three. Have them practice asking Te gusta + one of the new vocabulary words and Me gusta o No me gusta in response. For the younger students, keep them in a circle and hold up one vocabulary picture at a time and ask ¿Te gusta +….? Then a volunteer can answer Me gusta o No me gusta. 

Continue by handing each student a blank piece of paper.  Have all your students take out their coloring supplies and draw a picture of themselves doing what they most like to do using the phrases they have learned so far.  Make sure to have them label the activity in Spanish and put their names on the back.  

Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Sing the “Es la hora de decir adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. The lyrics and link to the Vimeo channel for this song are on the day 1 lesson plan. They can sing together as they are cleaning and packing up.  

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up.  Make sure each student gets picked up by his or her parent or guardian and safely leaves your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time you can play a fun game of BINGO. 
Give each student a blank Bingo card from the supplementary materials and let them draw or write in the vocabulary words they have learned.  (Make sure to limit this prep time to only a few minutes.)  Hand out dry beans (or another type of marker) for students to use to mark their spaces.  Then, begin calling off different vocabulary and the corresponding Bingo letter in Spanish. Example: I - parque, B- columpios, N- arena.  Keep track of what you call so you can verify accuracy when a student calls out “¡Bingo!”  To keep all students engaged, the potential winner must show you his or her card and name each vocabulary word in Spanish while the class watches and listens to make sure s/he is correct.  Award a sticker to the winners and continue playing until 5-7 minutes are up. TIP:  This game will play more quickly if you limit the vocabulary choices to two days or so; you might put a number of flashcards up at the front of the room for them to choose from when they fill in the squares. For the younger students it is recommended that the Bingo cards are created ahead of time. 
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
