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Children learn best when….
· lessons involve all of senses (seeing,  hearing, touching, feeling)

· learning builds onto or ties into what they already know
· they are interested in the topics and activities being presented
· they keep moving
· material is in context
Help children best succeed in Spanish by…
· Having established routines
· Creating smooth and well managed transitions

· Giving each child a reasonable amount of personal space.
· Verifying each child can see and hear you
· Providing authentic and sensitive feedback

· Promoting interaction between classmates

· Giving students some choices and some opportunities to select activities

· Explaining things with simple instructions, involving no more than three steps
· Using gestures and visuals whenever possible
· Establishing reminders during transitions (a song, walking feet, quiet voices)
· Modeling the behavior that you would like to see the children demonstrate  

How to use a positive approach to classroom management techniques:

· Remember that every child is inherently good

· Say, “Please walk.” (instead of  “Don’t run”)
· Say, “Please use your quiet voices. “ (instead of “No talking.”)
· Say, “Please use your listening ears” or “Please listen.” (instead of “Be quiet.”)

· Give students choices:

For example: “Would you like me to help you find a new place to sit or would you like to sit quietly where you are?  What’s your choice?”
· Give specific praise by praising a specific action (“Thanks for listening so quietly!” rather than just a “Good job, guys!”)
