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What You Need:
· Sample pictures of “real” talavera to show the students- 

             (refer to the talking points sheet)

· Handout of the talavera coloring sheet (One for each student)

· Coloring materials such as crayons, markers, colored pencils

· Glue (One for every two students)
· Construction paper (large enough to fit the coloring sheet)

· Scissors* (One for every two students)
What You Do: 
1. Show the students the various pictures of the samples of talavera and talk about what some common colors are in them. 
2. Say the colors together in Spanish. 
3. Explain to the students that they are going to make their own talavera. 
4. The students will color the sheet carefully. 
5. Then they will cut it out if necessary and choose a piece of construction paper. 
6. Students will glue the finished talavera image onto the construction paper. 
7. Have each students label the top or back of the picture with Mi Talavera and their name. (Be certain they know what that means!)
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
