Adjectives:

Adjectives are words that describe nouns. Nouns are people, places, things and ideas. Adjectives have gender- masculine or feminine. All colors are adjectives. They agree with the gender of the person who is being described by the adjective. For example, Marco es feo. Marta es fea. The masculine letter is “o.” The feminine letter is “a.” To make an adjective that ends in “o” feminine, change the “o” to an “a.” If the adjective ends in an “e,” do not change it. For example, Marco es inteligente. Marta es inteligente. 

If an adjective and noun are separated in an English sentence, do not change the order of words when the sentence is translated into Spanish. For example, “Marta is skinny,” becomes “Marta es delgada.” The order of the words is the same in Spanish and English. However, if there is a situation where a noun and adjective are next to each other in an English sentence, they will trade places in the Spanish sentence. For example, “Juan is a tall boy.” Boy is a noun; tall is an adjective. The Spanish sentence is “Juan es un chico alto.” (Juan is a boy tall.)
El and la mean “the.” Un and una mean “a” or “an.” These articles must also agree with the noung. For example: La avenida.
