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Vamos a Acampar Abbreviated Lesson Plan: Day 6
Ir en canoa

Target Vocabulary:

Builder phrase(s) to emphasize: ¿Dónde está…? Necesito +_____________.
Materials needed: Flashcards (2 sets, from previous weeks and today) with the target vocabulary; as many real props as possible! Bring in an umbrella and a paper or plastic fish to make these objects come alive, a blue blanket for the river, and an object with a caneo on it.  Print the picture of Ana Maria from the intranet; stick with string attached and magnet on the end for fake fishing pole; extra magnets to adhere to week 6 flashcards; 2 pieces of paper in each color of the rainbow. Optional: cards for “Go Fish” (“Pesca”). A device to play music and a map for notas culturales. Colored papers for the rainbow activity. 

You: Early and prepared with items you need lined throughout the class lined up in order. 
Maybe bring in a fishbowl or bucket with a toy fish floating in it!

Vobulary Instruction Methodology: TEACH the vocabulary; REINFORCE the vocabulary; CHECK IN for vocabulary retention. 

I. Have Spanish music playing as the students enter the room.

II. Greet each child as they enter the room.  ¡Hola! ¡Bienvenidos! Ask them their names in Spanish and mark it on the attendance document. Have each child reply Me llamo_________. Be sure to give each child their name tag at this time. (Follow up on attendance as needed)

III. Have the class sit in a circle on the floor, and greet everyone with a lively ¡Buenas tardes clase!  Reinforce. Have a maraca or a ball or similar to pass around the circle and have each child ask and answer the question ¿Cómo estás? Check in and ask what ¿Cómo estás? Estoy ______. (Be sure to introduce más o menos this time too!)
IV. Stand and sing your chosen greetings song using gestures. 

V. Sit back down in the circle

VI. Review the rules by having the class participate in saying each rule. 
VII. Remind everyone that they currently have three estrellas and that if they have all three estrellas by the end of class they can get a sticker or a peso. (*Be sure to have a system to save the pesos or track them. Also, it is a good idea to have a collective place for the students to collect stickers like a name tag, folder, or pre-designed certificate.)

IV. Bring out Dani and Beto and have the class stand and sing with you, “¡Vamos a acampar!”

VI. Theme song: Stand and sing the theme song with gestures*.

VII. Review and Puppet time
Dani and Beto discuss where they went last week and review cascada and Ana Maria (where she is from). Make sure students are chiming in and repeating. 
VIII. Juego de repaso: Traéme 

Have a variety of pictures or actual camping objects from previous classes on a table or up on the board. Divide the class into two teams. Have the two teams line up facing the board. As you call out, “Traéme el (object)!” The first student from each team will race to bring you the matching picture or object. NOTE: to reinforce the vocabulary, have students repeat each correct response. 

IX. Introduce new vocabulary: In this Puppet conversation, strive for lots of repetition. Maybe even pretend to be in a canoe!
Gather students in a circle. Ana Maria invites Dani and Beto to go canoeing and mentions what they’ll need and see on their trip (target vocabulary): la canoa, el río. un pez, el paraguas, el arco iris, (está lloviendo). Have real objects to represent these items such as a real umbrella, an item with a rainbow on it, a big blue blanket for a river, and a plastic fish. This will really help the material and vocabulary come alive! Use the builder phrase Necesito +_____as you have Dani and Beto introduce the vocabulary with the objects. You can even pretend to be packing the canoe as you hold up each object! Then hold up the flashcards and review each word by having the students repeat the vocabulary in Spanish several times. 
X. Reinforce: To further reinforce the vocabulary lay out all the flashcards (or objects). Call out a word in Spanish by asking, ¿Dónde está_____? and ask for a volunteer to find the corresponding flashcard. Hold up the flashcard and have all the students repeat again. When you think they have mastered the vocabulary, move on to the game. 

Transition to this first game of new words by asking, “¿Qué tal un juego? How about a game?” then, “¿Cómo vamos? How should we get there? ¡En canoa! Repitan, ‘¡En canoa!” and then mime rowing in a canoe with your class in a line as you move over to a designated area for the game. 

Check in: ¿Qué nos falta? Gather around a tabletop or surface where you can display images of the vocabulary words or on the ground where you can have the real objects in a circle. Lay out all the flashcards or even better all of the real objects. Have students study the words for 10 seconds (countdown out loud in Spanish as they scan the images), and when time is up, say, “Cierran los ojos.” While their eyes are closed, take one object off the table and keep it hidden behind your back. Have them open their eyes again and see who can be the first to raise a hand and correctly name what is missing. When someone gets it right, reveal the card again, have everyone repeat the word in Spanish, add the card to the tabletop again, and repeat the game by taking away a different object each time. (If kids get antsy during this they could stroll or rotate around the table – either as they study, or between rounds.) 
At the end, check in by holding up an object/image and having students call out the name of it with little/no prompting if possible (other than, “¿Cómo se llama?” or “¿Qué es esto?”). 

XI. Actividad: Un Pez
For this game, you will need the fake magnetic fishing pole mentioned earlier. You will also need more magnets to adhere flashcards to it. On these magnets tape the pictures of the vocabulary words taught in class so far. Place these magnets in a row on the floor with the pictures face down (like fish in a river). Divide the class into two teams. The teams will take turns to try and earn points. One player from the team will come up to the río of pez with the fishing pole. They will use the pole to magnetically pick up un pez from the floor. Once they pick it up they should look at the picture and say the corresponding word in Spanish. If they get it correct they score a point for their team. If they are not correct, the other team gets a chance to steal the point with the correct answer. Continue playing until each student has had a chance to fish or until 5-7 minutes is up. 

Alternative activity: Play a version of mata la mosca by explaining the Dani and Beto want to take Ana Maria fishing. Lay out all of the vocabulary flashcards and pretend they are pez. Divide the class into two teams and call on one person from each student, paired up accordingly by age or ability, to compete. Each will have a fly swatter (that you will pretend is a fishing pole!).  Have the students not competing sit in a semi-circle. When you say Pez…and then a vocabulary word whoever “catches” the correct word first scores a point and the next two players stand up. Be sure to repeat each word as a class for reinforcement. 
XII. Merienda and Notas Culturales
Have the students get their snacks and go sit at the table quietly while you teach the culture portion of today’s class. Remember this cultural part is not optional! 
Teacher: Explain to the class that Fly fishing, pesca con mosca, is especially popular in Chile. Have the students come up and see if they can find Chile and Argentina on a map. Ask if any of the students know what fly fishing is. Overall, the difference between fly fishing and other types of fishing is that the fish are caught with flies on special rods. Explain that in Chile you can even go to college to learn how to become a fly fishing guide! 


Ask the class if they remember where Dani and Beto are from. ¡México!  Fishing is quite popular in Mexico too. Th Explain that there is fishing in lakes and rivers in Mexico too, but the most popular type of fishing is sport fishing/deep sea fishing in the ocean. You can show on the map Cabo San Lucas and Cancun, which are popular places to sport fish. Even though it may take a while to catch a big fish it is worth the wait! You can catch marlins, tuna, and sailfish on big or small fishing boats, but not in canoes! 


Show the students the pictures and see if they would ever want to go fishing in Mexico or Chile. 

If there is time explain that because of all the water (rivers, lakes, etc.), Chileans (people from Chile) eat a lot of seafood (los mariscos ).  Tell the students that there is a recipe on their newsletter that they should try at home with their parents!  Ask the students if they like seafood by having them answer, “Sí me gusta o No, no me gusta.”

Transition: Give the students a 10 second warning and have them clean up from snack and come back to the circle on the floor. 
 
XIII. ¡Juego! Pez Pop Up (Note: you may play this instead of “El Río below, or vice versa)
 This game is appropriate for younger classes. You will need the picture flashcards of the vocabulary from today’s previous conversations. Gather your students and sit in a circle.  Hand each student a picture of one of the vocabulary words or phrases. You may need to repeat words or you can use vocabulary from previous classes. Let the students know that they should pop up like un pez jumping out of the water when you call their picture in Spanish. For example: When you call out el río, the student(s) with that picture should jump up. *Tip: Have the students rotate cards after you have called out all of the vocabulary. Make the second round more difficult by challenging them to pop up and call out the word in Spanish at the same time! (Alternate: You can play a game of Pez Caliente. This is similar to Hot Potato in that you will have the students sit in a circle and pass around a picture of a fish while you play music in Spanish. When you stop the music the student holding the fish picture will need to answer a question about the Spanish vocabulary. Remember to be really positive and encourage any efforts to answer.)
XIV. ¡Juego! El Río
 Put pictures of this week and previous week’s vocabulary pictures around the room, snaking like a river on the floor. Explain to the class that they are on a canoe with Dani and Beto in the river. When you put on music they should walk from rock to rock stepping next to the vocabulary pictures. Encourage the students to motion paddling. When you stop the music you will call out a word in Spanish. Example: un pez . Whoever is standing on/next to that picture will need to identify him or herself. If they can do this in five seconds or less they stay in the game. If not, the player comes out of the game to help you call out vocabulary words. Be sure to have the entire class repeat each word for reinforcement. Keep playing until 5-7 minutes have passed or everyone has had a chance to participate.
To make this game a bit more challenging, call out the word in English. Whoever is standing on the corresponding picture must say the word in Spanish in order to stay in the game!

 XV. Puppet time: remember—have the students repeat a lot! 
Dani, Beto and Ana Maria notice that, uh-oh! ¡está lloviendo! It’s raining! They realize they had better get out of the canoa and use their paraguas, because the río could get full. They say adiós to the pez in the río, and hope to see an arco iris when they get back to el campamento. ¡Vamos! 
XVI. Juego: El arco iris 
Divide the class into two teams. For this activity you will need two pieces of paper of each color in the rainbow. On the back of each paper you will have a question written in Spanish and English. The students in each team will need to answer the questions on each paper to score that color. They will write the answer on the paper and then place it on the table or floor in order of a rainbow. The goal is to create a rainbow with the papers. Be sure to walk between the two groups to ensure they are on task. The first team to complete their rainbow first wins. Make sure to review the answers the students have given by calling on them to read the questions and answers out loud. *For younger students- You will need to have the class make the rainbow together and ask the questions orally. 
XVII. Puppets’ Despedida 
Dani and Beto say what a great time they had today en la canoa en el río con Ana Maria, but now it is time to go home.  

**Last 5 Minutes of Class:  It is VERY important that the last 5 minutes of class be organized. This is most likely the only part of your class that parents will see.  

Ending routine: 
-Have the students grab their backpacks and return to the circle on the floor. At this time you can distribute newsletters (on colored paper) and the optional homework.  
-Show the parents at the door something the kids learned. A great way to end is for each student to tell you a “word of the day.”
-Sing the goodbye song standing and with gestures.
Filing out: 
-Stand at the door and have the class stand in a single file line. Do not let anyone get ahead of you. As the students see their parents, greet them. 
-Say good bye and thank you in Spanish as each child is matched with a parent.

-Return to your room to clean up.
