GRAMMAR: ¢El 0 1a? Gender of Spanish Nouns

e Gender can be determined by word meaning. The word for “man” will be masculine;
for “woman” will be femenine: El hombre/la mujer. Some words that are otherwise
very similar will change the article and sometimes shift slightly in spelling to reflect
gender: el estudiante/la estudiante, el profesor/la profesora.

e Languages, rivers, oceans, days of the week and months of the year are
masculine

e Often, words ending in d, i6n, z and a are femenine. These are sometimes referred to
as “DIONZA” (d-ibn-z-a) words to help you remember which endings are often (but
not always!) femenine. So DIONZA, (d-i6bn-z-a) endings are Femenine

e Often (but not always!), words ending in “ LONER” (l,0,n,e,r) are masculine. These
may be referred to as “loner” words to help you remember the key endings.
So LONER (l-o-n-e-r) endings are maculine

e Remember that definite & indefinite articles (el , la, los las, un, uno, unas, unos, etc)
also singular or plural have to match the noun in masculine or feminine. Ej. La casa,
las casas, el parque, los parques, etc.
