Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. On the first day of class, introduce Dani and Beto (puppets or images). Please note however that they are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 
Who are Dani and Beto: Daniela and Alberto (Dani and Beto) are cousins from Mexico. Dani is a ten-year-old girl and Beto is a five-year-old boy. They are funny, adventurous, and sometimes mischievous. This class, ¡Vamos a jugar!, follows Dani and Beto as they go on various adventures related to playing, recreation, and generally having fun. We hope you have fun getting to know the class “stars!”
Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), culture images from the intranet, back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, Dani and Beto puppets, and the Mi pasatiempo coloring sheets or blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying “¡Hola!” Take attendance and have the students say “presente.” Hand each student a name tag using the name stickers provided. Ask the students to put their belongings on the side of the classroom space or near the door. Have them grab their snack for class (if applicable) and sit down. If possible, have name tents or the students’ certificates set out in the seating arrangement (using a pre-determined seating chart with boy-girl-boy-girl format in a circle or rows) and encourage the students to find their spot.
Merienda & Notas Culturales: Notes: Morning classes will not need a snack. In the afternoon classes if snacks are permitted, please make sure to bring a healthy back up snack such as raisins, fruit snacks, or pretzels in case the students forget. Be aware of any allergies listed on the class roll. All Futura classrooms are nut-free. Please remind students to bring snacks that do not contain nuts. Make sure to check with the school before class to see if food is allowed in the room you are using. Some schools ask that snack time be held in the hallways, for example.  After snack time is over, allow the students to go to the bathroom or get a drink of water as needed and throw away their garbage under your supervision. This should be the only time students leave the classroom in order to avoid disruptions. Note: For the remaining classes, remind students to use the restrooms prior to class to avoid future distractions each week and can use more of the class time for fun activities. If some students are not finished with their snacks, ask them to put them in their backpacks for later.
After the students are seated with their snacks, initiate a discussion about Mexico (where Dani and Beto are from) and other Spanish speaking countries. Show the map image from the Culture images document from the Futura intranet and see if the students can point out the different countries that speak Spanish starting with España (Spain) and then showing Central America, the Caribbean, South America, and even Africa. Ask the students if they have traveled to Spanish speaking countries. If you have experiences in Spanish speaking countries, please also share this with the students. 
Continue the discussion by talking about popular pasatiempos.  Ask the students what they think is the same about hobbies in Mexico and what might be different.  Explain that people in Mexico like doing a variety of things to have fun, just like we do here.  They enjoy going for walks, visiting the beach or the mountains, making arts and crafts, hanging out with friends, playing video games, playing cards, games, and more.  
Explain to your class that just like we have “Eeny, meeny, miney, moe” in English, Spanish speakers have their own fun nonsense rhymes to choose things.  The one they are about to learn is used in Puerto Rico and Mexico, but other countries may have different rhymes.  The complete chant in Mexico, Puerto Rico, and other parts of Central America is below. Here is the Vimeo video to practice the tune. Tin Marín Video

Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 
Classroom Management Information: Introduce the expectations for Spanish class by showing the Student Responsibilities with the laminated poster provided. Make sure to show the students the Star System visual and clearly explain the consequence and reward system. Show the students the certificados where they will be placing the stickers, they earn each class (by keeping their three stars) to take home at the end of the semester. Also, give them an example of how they can lose a star, by not following the Student Responsibilities. Demonstrate to them the attention-getter and explain how you will be using it in class to regroup the students.
Puppet time! Invite all of the students to sit down in a circle on the floor by saying, “Siéntense por favor.” Use your puppets to introduce the class to Dani y Beto. Put the puppets behind your back and say, “Tenemos dos amigos de la clase.” We have two friends in our class. ¿Qué significa amigo? What does amigo mean?” See if anyone in the class knows the term amigo and re-emphasize it by having the entire class repeat amigo. 

Bring the puppets out and have them carry on the following little conversation. (Be sure to use silly voices and keep this lively and fun so the students are engaged and excited.)

Dani: ¡Hola! Me llamo Dani. Hi! My name is Dani. 

Beto: Me llamo Beto. My name is Beto. 
Teacher: Let’s say “nice to meet you” to Dani and Beto. Todos repitan por favor: “¡Mucho gusto!” 

Dani: Tengo diez años. I am ten years old. 

Beto: Yo tengo cinco años. I am five years old. 

Dani: Somos de México. We are from Mexico. 

Dani: Y somos primos. And we are cousins. 

Repaso: Check in with the students and be sure they understand. Ask the following questions and use the puppets when applicable. Don’t forget to give all volunteers a lot of praise-Muy bien, excelente, buen trabajo, etc.
· ¿Cómo se llama ella? What is her name? (Hold up the Dani puppet.) Have the whole class repeat Dani.

· ¿Cuántos años tiene Dani? How old is Dani? Be sure to emphasize ten years old by holding up ten fingers.

· ¿Cómo se llama él? What is his name? (Hold up the Beto puppet.) Have the whole class repeat Beto.

· ¿Cuántos años tiene Beto? How old is Beto? Be sure to emphasize five years old by holding up five fingers.

· Son de México. They are from Mexico. ¿Dónde está México? Who knows where Mexico is? (Have a volunteer come to the front of the room up and point to Mexico on either a map or globe.) 

· ¿Son hermanos o primos? Are they brother and sister or cousins? Have the whole class repeat primos/cousins.

Teacher: Let’s say “nice to meet you” to Dani and Beto. Todos repitan por favor: “¡Mucho gusto!” 
Teach the students that “¿Cómo te llamas?” means what is your name. The response is “Me llamo____”. Have the students repeat the phrases after you. If possible, have a small whiteboard with the question and answer written out for the students to see. Pass a maraca or ball around the circle and have the entire class repeat with Dani and Beto, “¿Cómo te llamas?” each time a new person receives the object. That student will then say, “Me llamo” and his/her name. Encourage the entire class to reply, “¡Mucho gusto!” Continue until each student has been introduced.  In future classes, you can practice this with the kids as they walk into the room, during attendance, or quickly by tossing or passing a ball or maraca.
Sing a greetings song to start class each week with basic Spanish greetings like the one below. Note: You can choose a different greetings song in Spanish that you are more familiar with to teach. 
Here is another example greetings song you could teach the students: Sing the first line and have the students sing the second line back to you. Show a small poster with the lyrics while singing to help the students learn the words in the song.  You can also add hand gestures. For example: When you say buenas tardes, use your arms to make a sun moving; with buenas noches, lay your head in your hands, etc.

*Optional name song: Sing the following song to the tune of “For He’s a Jolly Good Fellow.” Here is a YouTube video of the tune.  Pass a ball or maraca around the circle and have the student with the object call out their name at the end of the tune. Continue singing and passing to a new student. Encourage the class to sing along with you after a few verses.

Interactive Vocabulary lesson! Pick the puppets back up and continue the conversation. Make sure you have the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets separated and ready nearby to hold up. Please consider including concrete objects if possible, to increase student interest and help them retain the new words.  For example, bring in a notepad with pencil, a board game like Scrabble, a video game, and a book. Note: For classes with older or advanced students, feel free to add colorear and cocinar as pasatiempos for the students to learn.
Beto: Me gusta hacer muchas cosas. I like to do a lot of things. (Explain to the class that “me gusta” has the same meaning as “I like.”) 
Dani: Me gusta hacer muchas cosas también.  I like to do a lot of things, too! 
Beto:  ¡Vamos a jugar algo!  Let’s play something!
Dani:  Sí.  ¿Qué vamos a jugar?  What are we going to play?
Beto: Me gusta dibujar.  I like to draw. (Hold up the vocabulary object for “dibujar” and see if your students can guess what dibujar means.  Then, have all your students practice the word.)

Dani:  ¡Claro!  Of course! Me gusta jugar juegos. (Hold up the vocabulary object for “jugar juegos” and see if your students can guess what it means.)  I like to play games.  (Have your students practice the phrase “juegar juegos.” Explain that this phrase works for board games, playground games, and can also work video games.) 

Beto:  A mí me gusta jugar juegos también.  (See if your class can interpret this phrase—offer support and encouragement.)  ¿Te gusta jugar videojuegos?  (Hold up the vocabulary object for jugar videojuegos and see if your class can guess what it means.) Do you like to play video games?  (Have your students practice the phrase.)

Beto:  ¿Te gusta leer?  Do you like to read?  (Hold up a book or the picture flashcard for leer and have your class practice the word in Spanish.)

Dani:  Sí, claro.  Me gusta leer.  
Beto:  ¡Me gustan todos los pasatiempos! I like all the hobbies!  ¿Qué vamos a hacer, Dani?  What are we going to do, Dani?

Dani: Pues, ¡Vamos a jugar!  Well, we’re going to play!
Beto: ¡Vámanos! Let’s go!
Me gusta: In this activity, Dani and Beto will find out what the students like to do. Review the pasatiempos from the puppet skit by holding up the picture flashcards or objects and encouraging the students to repeat the Spanish vocabulary. Pass the students an object such as a small ball or maraca. When the student gets the object, he or she should say “Me gusta” and the hobby from today’s vocabulary they like the most.  Be patient and be sure to help the students with the phrases since they are new. The students can say their hobbies in English or point to the matching image for now since they don’t know many vocabulary words yet. Encourage them to repeat their answer in Spanish to emphasize the target language.  Note: If students need help in class, you can encourage the class to help by saying, “ayuda, por favor.” If you prefer, have your students roll a ball to different people in the circle to show whose turn it is to answer. 

Cantamos: Encourage the students to stand by using a gesture and saying, “Levántense por favor.” Teach the students the “theme song” for the class: “Vamos a jugar.”  To help the students learn the song, sing a line first and then having the students repeat after you. If possible, have the lyrics on a poster or up on the board for the students to reference. Make the song livelier by using gestures. For example, have everyone march in place as they sing the first two lines, then end with a big cheer. Watch the Futura video to learn this song on Vimeo.

Vocabulary: After teaching the song, emphasize what the lyrics mean. “We’re going to play with Dani and with Beto.  We’re going to play…wow, how fun!” Particularly emphasize the phrase “Vamos a jugar,” (Let’s play) which is the title of this course.
Review/Pop-up Game: To reinforce learning the vocabulary from today’s class hand one vocabulary flashcard or object to each student (there will be duplicates), making sure your class repeats the vocabulary word as you do so.  Explain that when you say you like a certain pasatiempo, the student with that flashcard or object should pop to his/her feet holding it up and repeat the phrase: “Me gusta (pasatiempo)…” For example: If you say, “Me gusta leer.” The students with a book or that flashcard will pop up holding it for the class to see and repeat, “Me gusta leer.” Note: You can make this a competition after a few rounds by seeing who can pop up the fastest for each item called out. You can also mix it up by having the students pass the cards/items so they have new vocabulary each round. 
Beto: ¡Vamos a jugar otro juego!  Let’s play another game! 

Dani: ¡Vamos a jugar!  Let’s play!  ¿Qué quieres hacer?  What do you want to do?

Repaso: Amigos, Amigos, Primos/Duck, Duck, Goose

Have the class sit in a circle. The game you are going to play is similar to Duck, Duck, Goose. One student will walk around the circle saying amigo, amigo, amigo … while lightly tapping students on the head. When the student says, “¡primo!” the child that was tapped on the head must answer a question about the animal vocabulary. (Teachers: It is recommended that students stay in their spots to answer the question instead of running around the circle.) The task can be to interpret words from either English to Spanish or Spanish to English. For example, the teacher can ask, “¿Cómo se dice friend en español? How do you say ‘friend’ in Spanish?” or “¿Cómo se dice ‘adiós’ en inglés? How do you say adiós in English?” If the student answers correctly, he or she can now be the “tapper”. If not, the student can sit inside the circle. Keep playing until only a few students remain. (Note: If you have access to a larger space, you can play this with running. Whichever student doesn’t have a spot is the one that answers the question you ask. However, be sure you have the appropriate space and you clearly go over ground rules to be certain the game is a success and learning is taking place.)
Juego: Pasatiempo Mix-Up
Explain to your class that Dani and Beto tried to start enjoying pasatiempos, but things got all mixed up!  You will need both sets of the picture flashcards for this game. Briefly hold up each picture and say the words together before playing to ensure the game is a success. Scramble the pictures and hand them out to everyone in the class. Students should keep their cards a secret. (Be sure that you count the number of students in the class beforehand and make sure that all the cards that are handed out are complete pairs. If there needs to be groups of three, that works too.) The whole class will start chanting “Vamos a jugar, Vamos a jugar, Vamos a jugar” and walking in a circle or around the classroom, scrambling up. When Dani or Beto says, “¡Listos!” the students must stop and look for their partners. Encourage the students to say their pasatiempo to the others instead of just showing their card. For older or advanced students, challenge them to ask “¿Vamos a jugar __________?” and the name of their pasatiempo. A student will answer Sí if that is the same pasatiempo they have or No if it isn’t. 
When the students find their match, they can sit down. The first pair to sit down gets a sticker. After everyone is sitting with their matches, have Dani and Beto say, “Vamos a _______.” As they say a pasatiempo, the pair with that word will stand and show their picture. The whole class will repeat the word. Have the students pass their cards so they get a new one to play with and keep playing for another round. You can add an element of excitement by making this a speed game, which will work especially well with the older kids. (Note: Always be sure to review the student responsibilities before playing the game to ensure it goes smoothly.) 

Cantamos: To transition, have the class to sing the theme song.
Art project: Mi Pasatiempo favorito Coloring Page

Dani:  ¿Quieres dibujar, Beto?  Do you want to draw, Beto?

Beto:  ¡Sí! ¡Vamos!

Have students take out their coloring supplies and give each one a copy of the handout “Mi pasatiempo favorito” or a blank piece of paper. After telling your class, “vamos a dibujar,” explain that in the space provided, they should draw their favorite hobby, preferably one learned today.  As they work, go around and help each student label their drawing in Spanish and practice the Spanish conversation and vocabulary. Tips: Remember that you should limit activities to 5-7 minutes.  Have the students put their names on the projects and save them to show their parents. While the students are quietly working, you can lightly play Spanish music in the background. 

Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Teach the “Es la hora de decir Adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. Here is the Vimeo link to hear the song: https://vimeo.com/255133842.  Be sure to include the fun gestures like waving goodbye while singing. They can sing together or in rounds daily as they are cleaning and packing up.

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Hand out the parent introduction letter to the students and have the students say goodbye to you in Spanish. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up. Make sure all students get picked up by their parents or guardians and safely leave your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time, you can offer more time for students to work on their art projects, play a fun game of Pictionary with the animal vocabulary words, or play Around the World with the picture flashcards. Both games can be adapted for future lessons.


*How to play Pictionary: Split the students into two teams and make sure each team has a spot on the board or a large piece of paper on which to draw.  Call up the first person in each team and tell them, in Spanish, which vocabulary word they are drawing.  Make sure they know what the word is, and then have them draw it for their team.  The first team to correctly identify it in Spanish gets a point.  For very young children, you can be the artist while the two teams guess what you are drawing.

*How to play Around the World: Gather your flashcards and have the students sit in their seats. The first student gets up and stands by the first desk. Hold up a flashcard. The first student to say the word correctly in Spanish moves to the next desk to challenge that student. The losing student sits down in the desk where s/he was challenged and lost. The game keeps going until someone gets “around the world”—all the way back where s/he started. 
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
