Vamos a Jugar: Theme-based course with Dani y Beto.

 Lesson Plan 5
Note: All activities should take 5-7 minutes.

Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. Please note the puppets are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 

Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, the culture images, Dani and Beto puppets, and blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects such as a soccer ball that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying ¡Hola! Take attendance and have the students say “presente.”  Remind students of the Classroom Responsibilities and Consequence and Rewards system with the visuals. Make sure they recognize the attention-getter and can explain what they should do when you use it. Hand out the name tags to each student and direct them to the seating arrangement you have set up. 

Merienda & Notas Culturales: Gather all your students into a circle on the floor. Let the students know the culture topic for today is going to be the most popular sport in the Spanish- speaking world (Latin America). See if the students can guess which sport that is. 

Yes! Soccer (el fútbol) is the most popular sport in Latin American countries like Mexico, Costa Rica, Brazil, and Argentina for example. All over these countries you can find soccer games going on. Families often gather around their televisions to watch professional soccer matches and some even have an opportunity to attend them in person. They are huge, colorful events. The fans are extremely loyal and excited. They bring large flags with their team displayed, paint their faces, and shout different chants. Every time a goal is scored, people shout “¡Goooooooool!” The games are often like markets where hundreds of vendors come to sell food, drinks, and souvenirs. 

Much like in the United States with basketball or American football, from the time they are very young, children become fans of a specific team and often remain very passionate about their favorite team throughout their entire lives.  People become fans of a specific team for different reasons, but most often entire families support the same team. Ask the students if they have a favorite sports’ team for example? 

In Spanish-speaking countries, there are national teams and club teams for soccer. The club teams are very much like the NFL, NBA, and NHL. Cities and towns also have their own representative teams. Let the students know that the most popular club teams in Spain are Real Madrid and FC Barcelona. The national teams are made up of the very best players born in the country. The national team’s ultimate goal is to compete in and win the World Cup of Soccer. The World Cup is the most important tournament in soccer. It lasts for one month and is played every four years. In 2010, España won the world cup beating the Netherlands 1-0. Ask the students if any of them know how to say World Cup en español. (ANSWER: LA COPA MUNDIAL) You will sometimes also simply hear it called “EL MUNDIAL.” Show the students pictures from the intranet of the World Cup. 

Each national team has a chant that the fans use during games to cheer on their teams. Here are the words to Spain’s chant: “¡Ay, Ay, Ay Ay, Canta y no llores, Porque cantando se alegran, Cielito lindo, los corazones!” Listen to this on Youtube with the students: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=aqNXBPysI9s&feature=related
Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 

Cantamos: Sing your designated greeting song with the students. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for example greeting songs can be found on the day 1 lesson plan. After singing the song, review what bien, mal, más o menos means. Show visuals to show the emotions and use lots of gestures when singing the song. Offer each student a turn to answer how he or she is feeling by asking them ¿Cómo estás (student’s name)? Have the student answer and show a thumbs up and happy face for bien, thumbs down and sad face for mal, and open hand facing up and flips down for más o menos gesture. After every student has answered, the whole class resumes the song.
Vocabulary: After teaching the song, emphasize what the lyrics mean. “We’re going to play with Dani and with Beto. We’re going to play…wow, how fun!” Particularly emphasize the phrase “Vamos a jugar,” which is the title of this course.
Puppet time! 

Invite all of the students to sit down in a circle on the floor. Pull out your puppets and check to see what the class remembers from the last lesson using the conversation below.  Remember to have fun and use your liveliest voices for Dani and Beto to keep your students engaged.

Dani y Beto: ¡Hola clase! (Encourage the class to respond and greet the puppets.)

Teacher: La semana pasada, Dani y Beto jugaron en su barrio. Last week, Dani and Beto played in their “barrio.” ¿Qué significa “barrio”? What does “barrio” mean? (Have the whole class repeat “barrio” and be sure to praise any students who try and answer.) ¿Recuerdan que hicieron en su barrio?  Do you remember what they did in their neighborhood?  (Try to have the students name as many activities as they can from last week’s lesson.)

Repaso Juego: Musical Chairs

Arrange the chairs in your room in a big circle facing outwards. Put a vocabulary card picture underneath each chair. Be sure to use cards from the various lessons so far. Put on some fun Spanish music and have the students start walking around the chairs. When you stop the music, everyone must find a chair. Then call out one of the vocabulary words. For example: ¡Nadar! All the students must then look under their chairs. Whoever has that card must hold it up and repeat the word in Spanish with the class. He or she will then pull the chair out of the circle and the game resumes. Keep playing for 5-7 minutes or until only two players remain. You can have the children who are “out” call out the vocabulary words to keep them engaged. Hint: If you don’t have space for this or if you don’t have chairs in your room, you can play this game without them. Place the vocabulary cards in a circle or winding around the room. Have the students walk alongside them and when you stop the music whoever is standing next to the card you call is the one who is “out.”

Puppet time! Gather the students into a circle onto the floor. Pick the puppets up and continue the conversation from earlier. 

Beto: ¿Qué vamos a hacer hoy?  What are we going to do today?

Dani: Hmm...  ¿Quieres ir a la playa?  (Have students try to interpret what they can; praise their efforts.) Be sure to reinforce the answer.

Beto: No.  ¿Quieres ir al parque?

Dani: Hoy, no.  Not today. ¿Quieres escuchar música?  
Beto:  No… (Demonstrate the puppet shaking his head.)  

Dani: ¡Yo sé! I know!  ¡Vamos a un partido de fútbol!  Let’s go to a soccer game!

Teacher: Clase, ¿qué es “fútbol”?  Class, what is “fútbol”?  Sí, fútbol es “soccer.”  Y ¿qué es un partido de fútbol?  What do you think partido de fútbol means? Sí, es un “soccer game.” Have all the students repeat the phrase.
Beto: ¡Me encanta el fútbol!  I love soccer!! ¡Vámonos! Let’s go!
Introducing New Vocabulary

Have the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary at hand.  If you can, bring in an actual soccer ball. 
Dani: Clase, ¿ustedes saben jugar fútbol?  Class, do you know how to play soccer?

Beto:  Vamos a explicar.  We’re going to explain. 

Dani: Primero, hay el campo de fútbol.  (Show the class the card. Have them practice the vocabulary word.) 
Beto: Sí.  Y hay una pelota. (Hold up the soccer ball and have the class repeat the word, and hand the ball to another student.)

Dani: Y también hay futbolistas.
Boy: Yo soy futbolista.  I am a soccer player.

Dani: Yo soy futbolista.  (Have the class interpret.)

Beto: Y hay un equipo de fútbol.  And there is a soccer team. (Hold up the el equipo card, have the class repeat, and hand it to another student.)

Dani: Ahora, levántense, por favor.  Now, stand up please.

Beto:  ¡Vamos a enseñarles a jugar!  We are going to teach you how to play!

Dani: Sí.  Hay que patear.  Yes.  You have to kick.  (Dani demonstrates a kick; have the class repeat the word and actually have them demonstrate kicking to reinforce learning. Make sure they also understand the phrase “hay que.”)

Beto:  Hay que bloquear.  (Beto demonstrates blocking with his body; point out to your class how similar the word sounds to “blocking” in English.) Have everyone repeat the word and do the motion.
Dani: ¡Y lo más importante… hacer un gol! And the most important… to make a goal! Have everyone say the word gol and have them kick and then raise their hands in victory. 

Beto: ¡Excelente! ¡Vamos a ganar! Excellent!  We’re going to win! (Have the class practice the phrase “vamos a ganar.” You can reinforce learning for the physical learners by having the students give each other fives. It may be fun to teach the older students “¡Dame cinco!”)

Dani: No vamos a perder. We’re not going to lose.

Teacher: Clase, ¿qué significa“perder”?  What do you think perder means? Sí, “perder” es “to lose.” (Have the class repeat the word while giving the thumbs down sign.)

Cantamos: Un partido de fútbol

Hold up all the vocabulary cards again and review what the words mean. Teach the song below one line at a time.  Once they are comfortable, add in the gestures you used when teaching them the vocabulary.  Be sure to explain patadas.
Un partido de fútbol (To the tune of “Take Me Out to the Ball Game”)

Vamos a jugar un partido de fútbol

Los futbolistas van a jugar

Patear y bloquear

Gol gol gol y golazo

Vamos a ganar

Uno dos y tres patadas

¡En el campo de fútbol!

Juego: ¡Fútbol! Explain to your students that Dani and Beto want to square off in a game of soccer. Divide the class into two teams, Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. (Try and organize the teams to make them fair.)  You can flip coins to see which team will go first. On the board or a piece of large paper, draw two soccer goals, the halfway line, and four marks between halfway and the goal on each side.  Draw a soccer ball or post the soccer ball flashcard on the center line and make sure each team knows which goal they are heading towards.  Call up one student from each team (Try to match the students’ skills and age evenly if possible.).  You will ask the students a vocabulary question. For example: ¿Qué significa bloquear? What does bloquear mean?  Whichever student answers correctly first gets to move the ball one space toward their goal.  Call up the next two students and let them have a turn. If the same team answers correctly, the ball moves forward another space.  If the other team answers correctly, the ball moves back to the center line. Keep playing until one team has scored a goal or until 5-7 minutes have passed.  
Juego: Charades 

Gather all the students into a circle on the floor and pick up the puppets. 

Beto: Dani, ¿cuál es tu pasatiempo favorito?  What is your favorite hobby?

Dani: ¡Fútbol!  ¿Y tú? And you?
Beto: Andar en bici. (Check to see if your class remembers what activities these are. Reinforce learning by having them repeat the words.) 

Teacher:  Explain to your class that they are going to have a chance to play a game to act out all the activities.  To review various vocabulary from all lessons, they will be playing charades.  Divide your class into two teams, Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto.  Take one student up to the front and whisper the name of a hobby in Spanish in that student’s ear, then make sure they can whisper back to you the English name.  When you start the game, that student must try to act it out, without making noises.  The first team to correctly guess the activity being portrayed earns a point.  Then, pick a student from the other team to come up and act.  Continue playing for 5-7 minutes. *Feel free to replace this game with Pictionary or Asiento caliente if you prefer.

Juego/song: La copa de la vida 

Explain to your class that in 1998, a Puerto Rican singer, Ricky Martin, made the official song of the World Cup (the soccer “World Series” or “Superbowl”) a worldwide hit.  Play the song and have the students start marching around the room. When the music stops the class must freeze. Whoever moves first must answer a vocabulary review question in Spanish.
Juego: Fútbol race
Have the students sit in a large circle next to their teams from above. Write the names of the teams up at the board. Explain that one person from each team is going to come to the center of the circle with their hands behind their back. Put a soccer ball in the center. When you ask a question related to the vocabulary today, the students must race to pick up the soccer ball first if they know the answer. If the student answers correctly, he or she scores a point for their team and the point is marked on the board. If not, the game resumes with the same question and another team has an opportunity to steal the point. Keep playing for 5-7 minutes or until every child has had an opportunity to be in the circle. (Hint: Be sure to call students of the same age and level into the circle to make the game as fair as possible.)
Actividad: Mi equipo
Explain to your class that along with Dani and Beto, they are going to have the opportunity to create their own soccer teams (equipos de fútbol) In order to do that, they have a lot of work to be done.  They need to come up with a team name, design uniforms and design flags to wave. Break your class into groups of three and give each of them the mini soccer book. They will come up with the nombre de su equipo, design the jersey, and create a flag. It is suggested that each person be assigned one of the items named above to limit the activity to no more than five minutes. When the groups are done, have them come up to the front of the room and introduce their team to the class. If you want, write El Partido de Fútbol up at the board and take a picture of each team under the sign. You can then have the pictures for the students on the last day of the course. Note: For classes with younger students, this would work better to do as a whole class project together. 

Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Sing the “Es la hora de decir adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. The lyrics and link to the Vimeo channel for this song are on the day 1 lesson plan. They can sing together as they are cleaning and packing up.  

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up.  Make sure each student gets picked up by his or her parent or guardian and safely leaves your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time you can play a fun game of Around the World or Pistas. You can also have students finish any unfinished art projects. See Day 1 for an explanation of Around the World.
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
