Vamos a Jugar: Theme-based course with Dani y Beto.

 Lesson Plan 6
Note: All activities should take 5-7 minutes.

Be sure also to read this lesson plan carefully so you can have all of the flashcards and visuals prepared in advance. Watch the Vimeo videos to practice the tunes of the new songs. Know each song very well prior to class, so you can sing and teach it without needing to read the lyrics. There is more material in this lesson than you will be able to cover, so plan on picking and choosing what works best for your class. Since this is a theme-based class, students of various grades and Spanish levels may be combined into your class. It is imperative that you instruct the class bilingually and encourage the students to guess what you are saying in Spanish by using gestures or cognates. The puppets really make this class come alive, so don’t be afraid to have fun with them and be goofy. Please note the puppets are optional especially for classes with primarily older students. 

Materials list: Spanish music, name tags or name tents (construction paper folded in half with students’ names), back up snack if applicable, pull out the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary from the sets, Classroom management: poster, star chart, & student certificados with stickers, the culture images, Dani and Beto puppets, and blank paper and back up coloring supplies. Any props or real-life objects that you can show to further reinforce the adventure would be great. If possible, print the Day 6 city map from the intranet or create a poster with the flashcards to represent a city map. For the optional activity Dice shake game you would need dice. 
Introduction: Play Spanish music as the students enter the room and greet them by saying ¡Hola! Take attendance and have the students say “presente.”  Remind students of the Classroom Responsibilities and Consequence and Rewards system with the visuals. Make sure they recognize the attention-getter and can explain what they should do when you use it. Hand out the name tags to each student and direct them to the seating arrangement you have set up. 

Merienda & Notas Culturales: 

Gather all your students into a circle on the floor. Use the puppets to initiate a conversation about el cine. Show the culture images and explain that in México many movie theaters are very nice. They have names like Cineplex, Cinépolis, and Cine Lumiere. Primarily they show American movies with Spanish subtitles, but cartoons have the words dubbed into Spanish. The movies are really affordable, unlike here. For example:  The average movie theater tickets in Mexico are just 55 pesos, which in 2021 is about $2.75. Movies in the U.S. are often $9.00 or more! Sometimes there are little “cafes” outside of the theaters where people will sit at tables and eat their snacks (botanas) before their movies. The food tends to be similar to the U.S. with a few adaptations. For example: Popcorn (Palomitas) is often topped with salsa! The nachos have hot peppers (jalapeños). The movies have their own Spanish names-For example the Harry Potter movie, Harry Potter and the Sorcerer's Stone, was called Harry Potter y la Piedra filosofal in Mexico. El teatro is traditionally a theater where a play is seen. 
In Mexico the currency is pesos. In Spanish peso means weight and used to refer to the weight of gold (oro) or silver (plata). If you travel to Mexico, you would need to exchange your U.S. dollars for pesos at a bank (banco) or ATM to buy things at the stores (tiendas). In 2021, one U.S. dollar equals about 20 pesos. This may change each year depending on many factors. 
In many towns in Mexico, there are central parks or plazas called el zócalo. It is a main gathering place as it is the center of the town. In Mexico City, the main center plaza is also referred to as el zócalo.
Note: See Day One for full merienda guidelines. 
Remember this portion of class should only last 5-7 minutes. If needed, give the students a reminder for “un minuto más” and then follow up by having them put snacks away during a countdown you give in Spanish to transition to the next lesson. 

Cantamos: Sing your designated greeting song with the students. Note: The lyrics and link to Vimeo channel for example greeting songs can be found on the day 1 lesson plan. After singing the song, review what bien, mal, más o menos means. Show visuals to show the emotions and use lots of gestures when singing the song. Offer each student a turn to answer how he or she is feeling by asking them ¿Cómo estás (student’s name)? Have the student answer and show a thumbs up and happy face for bien, thumbs down and sad face for mal, and open hand facing up and flips down for más o menos gesture. After every student has answered, the whole class resumes the song.
Puppet time! 

Invite all of the students to sit down in a circle on the floor. Pull out your puppets and check to see what the class remembers from the last lesson using the conversation below.  Remember to have fun and use your liveliest voices for Dani and Beto to keep your students engaged.

Dani y Beto: ¡Hola clase! (Encourage the class to respond and greet the puppets.)

Teacher: La semana pasada, Dani y Beto fueron a un partido de fútbol. Last week, Dani and Beto went to a “partido de fútbol.” ¿Qué significa “partido de fútbol”? What does “partido de fútbol” mean? (Have the whole class repeat “partido de fútbol” and be sure to praise any students who try and answer.) ¿Recuerden las palabras para los juegos de fútbol?  Do you remember the words for the soccer games?  (Try to have the students name as many vocabulary words as they can from last week’s lesson.)

Repaso: Option 1- Scattergories

Divide your students into small groups and give each group a set of vocabulary flashcards from the days of La playa and El partido de fútbol. Have them work to put them in piles into their correct respective categories. Walk around and help the students. When all the groups are done have each group come to the front of the room and show their cards and have the class say the vocabulary words in Spanish out loud together.  (Tips: Review the words beforehand to ensure this activity is a success. For younger students, you could work together as a class to divide the flashcards into the categories. For older students, you can add categories or make this a speed activity depending on the level of your students.)
Repaso: Option 2- Around the World (Adaptation)

Quickly review vocabulary from the various lessons by holding up the flashcards and having the class repeat the words in Spanish out loud together. Divide your class into two teams, Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. Call one person from each team up to the front of the room. Hold up a flashcard with one of the vocabulary images. Whichever player says the word in Spanish first scores a point for his or her team. That player remains at the front and the other team sends another player to compete against the winner. The winner stays in place until he or she gets a vocabulary word incorrect. Keep playing for 5-7 minutes or the winning team scores 10 points. You can add an element of fun by having the player who is guessing ring a bell, shake a maraca, or press a buzzer. 
Cantamos: Un partido de fútbol

As an additional review, sing the soccer song from last class.  Hold up all the vocabulary cards again and review what the words mean, then sing the song together, complete with gestures!  
*For older students: If your class doesn’t seem up for singing, you can make the song activity into a game. Put on the Ricky Martin song from last week and have the class start marching around the room. When you pause the music, the class must freeze like “hielo.” Walk around and watch closely! Whoever moves first has to answer a question in Spanish. For example: ¿Cómo se dice ball en español? You may want to have a few questions written out beforehand.

Puppet time!/Introducing New Vocabulary

Pick the puppets back up and continue the conversation.  Have the picture flashcards for today’s vocabulary separated and ready to hold up for the lesson. If possible, print the Day 6 map visual from the intranet or create a poster with the flashcards in a city map display.  

Dani:  Vamos a explorar la ciudad hoy. Let’s explore the city today. Hay mucho que ver en la ciudad. There is a lot to see in the city.  (Show the city map and the picture flashcard for la ciudad and encourage the students to repeat after you.) 
Beto:  Sí.  ¿Qué quieres hacer?  What do you want to do?

Dani:  Hmmmm…vamos a un lugar divertido.  Let’s go someplace fun.

Beto:  ¿A dónde vamos?  Where are we going?  (Dani holds the piece of paper with the streets you drew.  Have your students repeat this phrase ¿A dónde vamos?  and make sure they all understand it.)  ¿Vamos al museo?  (Pointing to the museum on the map.)  Should we go to the museum?

Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “museo”?  Class, what is “museo”?  Museo es “museum.” Have all the students repeat the word.

Beto:  No sé.  I don’t know.  ¿Vamos a otro lugar divertido?  Should we go to another fun place?

Dani:  ¿A dónde vamos?  (Check to make sure your class remembers the meaning of this phrase.)  ¿Vamos al cine?  (Pointing to the movie theater on the map.)  Should we go to the movie theater?

Teacher:  Clase, ¿qué es “cine”?  Class, what is “cine”?  Cine es “movie theater.” Have all the students repeat the word.

Beto:  No sé.  I don’t know.  ¿Vamos a otro lugar divertido?  Should we go to another fun place? 

Teacher: Repeat this pattern for both zoológico, tienda, restaurante, and banco. Review past places they’ve learned about as well including la playa, el parque, y el barrio. 
Juego: ¡Fútbol! 

Teachers: Explain to your students that Dani and Beto are going to square off in a game of soccer to decide who gets to pick where they go. Divide the class into two teams, Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. (Organize the teams to make them fair with an even split of ages.)  You can flip coins to see which team will go first. On the board or a piece of large paper, draw two soccer goals, the halfway line, and two marks between halfway and the goal on each side.  Then, place the soccer ball image on the center line and make sure each team knows which goal they are heading towards.  Call up one student from each team (Try to match the students’ skills evenly. For example: have kindergarteners compete against each other and fifth graders against each other.).  You will ask the students a vocabulary question from this lesson. For example: ¿Qué significa museo? What does museo mean?  Whichever student answers correctly first gets to move the ball one space toward their goal.  Call up the next two students and let them have a turn; if the same team answers correctly, the ball moves forward another space.  If the other team answers correctly, the ball moves back to the center line. Keep playing until one team has scored a goal or until 5-7 minutes have passed.  

Juego:  ¡Vamos!
For this game, place the vocabulary from today’s class and past lessons including la playa, el parque, y el barrio each on a piece of construction paper. Hold up the flashcards again and have the students repeat the vocabulary with you to ensure the following activity is a success.

Lay the cards on the ground around the room, but don’t spread them too far apart (you don’t want kids to run too far or fast; just allow them a good chance to move and wiggle).  Group your students in the middle.  Explain that they are going to go exploring la ciudad to make sure they know where to find everything.  You will play fun Spanish music, and the students will walk slowly and quietly around the room. When you stop the music, everyone should quickly stand next to a card. The goal is to have one student per card, so there may be repeats on places.  When you call the place using the phrase “Vamos a…”, the student on that card should raise their hand. Continue calling out places in Spanish to check where the students’ understanding.  Continue playing by restarting the music and having the students move around until you stop the music again. Keep playing until the 5-7 minutes are up.  TIPS: Make sure to go over rules and consequences with your students before playing, that the room is clear of obstacles, and that you have reviewed the vocabulary cards.  Another way to make it safer is to post the pictures on desks or the wall.
*Older student version: Divide your class into two teams, Equipo Dani and Equipo Beto. Hang up the pictures of the places on various walls throughout the classroom. Have the teams sit together in U shapes on the floor. Call one person up from each team. When you call out a place in Spanish using the full sentence “Vamos a…” the players must race to the designated location. Whoever gets to the correct spot first scores a point for his or her team. Those players sit down and two new players stand up to compete. Encourage the players who are watching to cheer on their teams to keep them engaged. Also, have the class repeat each place out loud together for reinforcement. If the weather is nice, this would make a really fun game to play outside! Be sure to review the Classroom Responsibilities before starting this game to ensure that it goes smoothly. 

To transition, sing the theme song and/or one of the songs from earlier in the course, such as “Vamos a la playa YA” from Day Three or “En el parque” from Day Two.

Juego: Palomitas
With the two sets of vocabulary cards from today’s class, give each student a card. Make sure there are matches/pairs in the class for this activity. They should keep it a secret. They need to “Pop” around the room while chanting palomitas. When you shout ¡Basta! the students must scramble to find their pairs. They can not speak any English while doing this. When a pair is made the students should sit down. The pairs must come to the front of the room and show their cards and say the vocabulary word or phrase in Spanish. Ask the students, “¿Adónde vamos?”  and encourage the students to use the builder phrase “Vamos a….” when giving answers. If they get the word or phrase correct give them a sticker. If they get the word incorrect, have the class help them out. Be sure to praise all efforts and encourage apluaso. 


Alternative Juego: You can playa Palomitas Calientes-Hot popcorn! Explain again how people often put salsa on their popcorn at the movies, so the popcorn gets hot. (Hence the name- Palomitas Calientes!)  Gather the students in a circle on the floor. Start music and start passing the “palomita” (which can be a small ball, white like popcorn if possible) around the circle. When you stop the music, whoever is left holding it must answer a question about the vocabulary. If you want you can make this a competitive game where the student sits in the center of the circle if he or she answers the question incorrectly or he or she becomes the “questioner”. 


Actividad: La ciudad
Have the students get out their coloring supplies. Give each student a blank piece of paper. Explain that they are going to draw their own Ciudad. They need to come up with a name for their city, draw in the roads, and draw in various places. They should use all the places from today and any other words from previous lessons like campo de fútbol, for example. Help the students to label all the places in Spanish by walking around the room and help them while they work. For older students you could have the words written on the board or have the flashcards with the words set out. You can even challenge them to write full sentences like “Me gusta…” or “Vamos a…” For younger students, you will need to write the words for them. If there is time have the students come to the front of the room and present their cities. 

Juego: Dice Shake (Optional game for older students)
For this game, you will need enough dice (dados) to split your students into groups of three.  On a piece of paper or on the board, assign a number (between 1-6) to places that require tickets (cine, museo, zoológico, partido de fútbol, etc.).  Explain that Dani and Beto want to go to some of these places they have talked about today, but that they are nervous about buying tickets on their own and need to practice.  Teach your class the phrase “Dos boletos para…(el cine, el partido, el museo, etc.), por favor.”  (Make sure they know they are asking for two tickets—one for Dani and one for Beto.)   To play, students will take turns rolling a die.  They will check the number that comes up with the list on the board to find out what place they are getting tickets to, and then they will ask their group for the tickets in Spanish.  Once they say it correctly, they will pass on the dice and the next student will roll.  
Closing: Pick up your puppets and carry on the small conversation below.

Dani: Es la hora de decir adiós Beto.  It’s time to say goodbye Beto. 
Beto: Adíos, Dani. Bye, Dani. 

Dani: Hasta luego, Beto. See you later, Beto. 

Adíos: Sing the “Es la hora de decir adiós” song to the tune of “If you are happy and you know it” at the end of class. The lyrics and link to the Vimeo channel for this song are on the day 1 lesson plan. They can sing together as they are cleaning and packing up.  

Thank the students for their participation in today’s class. Request that the students “Formen una fila en la puerta. Form a line at the door.” Ask the students to visit the Parent Portal on the Futura website for the newsletters and optional homework for today’s class for further practice at home. Note: For after school classes, parent pick up will likely be at the front doors of the school, please walk the students to the entrance for parent pick up.  Make sure each student gets picked up by his or her parent or guardian and safely leaves your classroom.

Extra time: If there is extra time you can play a fun game of Around the World or Pictionary. 
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
