i. Ice breakers & get to know you activities to build relationships and get to know the students. Here are some options to choose from:
· Cognates Game- Ice breaker 
Materials:  Using gestures with thumbs-up for “me gusta,” and thumbs-down for, “no me gusta”; list of noun vocabulary like “food” or any cognates like the examples below.
Directions: Go through the list of nouns/cognates aloud and instruct the students to show thumbs up a say “Me gusta” or thumbs down with “No me gusta” depending on if they “like” or “dislike” the item mentioned. 
Some cognate ideas: el chocolate, la música, los animales, la pizza, los vegetales, el arte, la historia, la salsa, el bistec, el beisból, el fútbol, la televisión, la radio, las enchiladas, los tacos, el guacamole, el golf, las quesadillas, la bicicleta, la banana, la dentista, la fruta, la guitarra, el piano, el baloncesto, la escuela, el doctor, el león, la girafa, el parque, etc.
· Todo Sobre Mi: (5-7 minutes) Write out some template question on the board, you can use the worksheet as reference or print copies for the students. Have the students answer the questions about themselves and then go around the group sharing these answers. 
4. Introduce new vocabulary by handing out copies of the Student Resource page with the vocabulary list for the students & review with repetition and gestures when possible.  
i. Work with the students to fill in their resource page so they can refer back to it
ii. ASK STUDENTS TO SAVE ALL STUDENT RESOURCE PAGES AS THEY WILL NEED THEM IN FUTURE CLASSES

5. Interactive Activity: Four Corners: Label various areas in the classroom with different signs listing vocabulary words/phrases, such as “Buenos dias,” “Buanas tardes,” “Estoy Feliz,” “Estoy mas o menos,” etc. Then call out things like, “ What would you say to someone as a greeting in the afternoon,” “how would you say you are happy,” etc. Students will move from sign to sign based on their answer. Go over correct answers together. 

6. Game: La Silla Caliente: Students sit in rows of up to 5 people, depending on class size. Their teammates are the members of their vertical row. The teacher projects a question on the board, and all students answer on a small white board (or paper). On the teacher’s count, they all show their answers at the same time. If the first person in the row got the correct answer, that team earns 5 points. If the first person is wrong but the second person is right, their team gets 4 points, and so on. After each question, have the first person in each row rotate to the back while everyone up moves up 1 seat. This rotates the “pressure” of answering. Only the first person in the row to have the answer right is the points you count; you do not add all together if more than one person in the row got it correctly.

7. Interactive Activity: El Telefono – Dialogue writing: Give students copies of template for dialogue or have them create their own. Students work in pairs to write a telephone texting conversation between two people in Spanish. They should present their dialogues to the class.

8. Notas Culturales: Gather all the students on the floor and initiate a discussion about el mercado. Ask the students what they think a mercado is. Then explain how a mercado is an open-air “store” where vendors (individual people) sell all kinds of things to make money. In addition to fruits, there are vegetables, meat, clothes, housewares and sometimes even live animals! Show the students a picture of a market you found on the internet. Pass the picture around. Ask the students what they think is different about el mercado and our grocery stores in the United States. Ask if they can think of something similar in the United States. (The farmers’ market is a good example to give.)  Go on to explain that at the market the vendors don’t usually have a set price for items like in the grocery store. The vendor typically says one price and then the person who wants to buy the item says a lower price. They keep going back and forth until they agree on a price. This is called bartering. (You can use the Dani and Beto puppets to briefly demonstrate bartering.)  Ask students if they think supermarkets also exist in Mexico.  Explain that the grocery stores with which students are familiar do exist in large cities, but that rural areas and small towns will depend much more on mercados and some convenience stores.

9. Game: El Raton y el Queso (Hangman): Played similar to Hangman, the point of this alternative is to save the cheese from the mouse while guessing the word. Dra a simple mouse at the bottom of some stairs and cheese at the top (you can decide how many incorrect guesses you’ll allow your students to get). Each time a student misses a letter, draw a little loop to show the mouse going up a step. If students guess the word before the mouse reaches the top of the stairs, they win!

10. Game: Race to Fill the Space: Have different sentences ready with blanks where the vocabulary would go and have the English translation right below. Have the vocabulary on separate pieces of paper. Separate the group into 2-3 teams. Have them race to put the correct vocabulary word/phrase into the sentences one by one. Students can either answer a sentence or switch answers to a previously answered sentence if they see it is wrong. They may only work on one sentence at a time. They continue taking turns on the sentences until all of them are correct.

11. Game: Mata la Mosca: Use the pieces of paper from the previous game with the different vocabulary words and phrases and play a game of mata la mosca.
