4. Review: Sing the Alfabeto song with them

5. Introduce new vocabulary by handing out copies of the Student Resource page with the vocabulary list for the students & review with repetition and gestures when possible.  
i. Work with the students to fill in their resource page so they can refer back to it

6. Reinforce: Pictionary: Separate the students into teams, decide whether you will be having the students or the teacher draw. If the teacher draws, the team that calls out the correct answer first gets a point (2 teams would be best in this case). Have the teams choose ONE person to be their spokesperson, no one besides the spokesperson may call out answers. If someone else calls it, no points are given even if it is right. The other team’s spokesperson has a chance to steal the answer at this point. If the students are drawing, one team at a time gets a chance to guess. The team can only guess if a person from their team is drawing. 

7. Practice: ¿Qué vez?: Have the students sit at their desks with a piece of paper/whiteboard and writing utensils. Call out the name of one of the classes in Spanish and have them write what they would see being used in that class. After going through all the class options, have students volunteer sharing what they wrote and review whether they fit or not with the subject. 

8. Notas Culturales: Gather all the students and ask them to tell you something they remember from last class about how lunch in Mexico is different from traditional lunches in the United States. Praise all answers in Spanish. Then ask the students if they think that Mexican students really eat at McDonalds like Dani and Beto did today. Once you hear their ideas, explain that there are actually McDonalds in Mexico. However, the names of the foods are a bit different. For example: A Big Mac is called a McNifica and a Happy Meal is called a Cajita Feliz. There are some other differences. They serve packets of salsa alongside the ketchup and they have something called a McMollette which is pan, con frijoles, queso y salsa. (See if the students can remember all those words!) Also, sometimes the McDonalds have men that work as guards outside the building. It may be fun to print a few pictures for the students or bring in a menu for them to seem which you can find at http://www.mcdonalds.com.mx/. 

9. Game: Sillas musicales: Play a traditional game of musical chairs and have the student who gets out answer a Spanish question to review. A variation would be that if they get the answer right on their own they can stay in the game. Ask those who are out to practice their resource page together so they stay busy.

10. Practice: Unscramble: Have the students work in pairs to unscramble words written on the board. Could also be played as a competition between teams to see who unscrambles faster. Answers should not be done based on the number of letters there are in the scrambled word compared to the vocabulary.

11. Game: Un día en la escuela: Hand out a piece of paper/whiteboard to all the students. Have them write the different classes/locations in school they have learned about (math, Spanish, recess, theater, bathroom, hallway, etc.) Then read them a short story about the day of a student and have them follow along the path of the day. The goal is to correctly follow the story’s path and end up in the correct classroom at the end. Have everyone share where they ended up at the end of the story (ideally they would not have their resource pages for this activity).
i. Example: Susy has a very busy day at la escuela today. She started with her clase de ciencias where she had an exam after a quick visit to la oficina. She then skipped la clase de musica and went to la clase de arte instead. After a long class, she headed to la cafatería where she had a nice treat. Feeling more energetic, she went to el gimnasio for la educación física. Needing to clean up, she walked to el baño before heading to her last hour, la clase de historia.
