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*This is a simplified lesson plan outline to reference during class.Materials:

Vocabulary: Review

1. Class Greeting & Introduction
a. Attendance Procedures

i. Go through the different ways to greet someone as review

4. Practice: Circle Math: Start by reviewing numbers 0-10 with the class. Have the class stand in a circle wide enough to be tossing a ball around. The first child with the ball says a simple number ranging 0-10. S/he then tosses it to another child who says either “más” or “menos.” S/he tosses it to another student who says another simple number. Students need to be doing math in their head while being ready to catch the ball. This continues as students alternate between a simple number and either “más” or “menos,” for several turns. Finally, a student can choose to say, “son.” The student who s/he throws to then has to say the answer to the math problem. The game will then start over as the student who answered throws to another student to start a new math problem.

5. Introduce new vocabulary by handing out copies of the Student Resource page with the vocabulary list for the students & review with repetition and gestures when possible.  
i. Work with the students to fill in their resource page so they can refer back to it

6. Reinforce: I Spy, Yo veo: Go over the alfabeto song to review the letters in Spanish. Then play a simple game of I Spy. The teacher will say, “Yo veo algo que comienza con la letra F.” Students then have to raise their hands and answer with objects that start with that letter. Go through the alphabet until all students have answered at least once. Teachers can also include the school subjects such as “Yo veo something that is used in la clase de arte.” Make it more exciting by creating teams and have them race to give answers. Have a different student from each team be the spokesperson each round, make sure they are using teamwork to figure it out. 

7. Practice: Tómalo: Print and cut out or write out flashcards with the different vocabulary of the semester for pairs to use in class. Review the terms and have the students help each other write the translations on the other side of the card. After each student has completed cards, have them pair up and use one set of complete cards per pair. Sitting across from each other, the students need to place the cards spread out over the two desks or area between them. This can be done with the Spanish side up (if the vocabulary is very new) or the English side up (to treat it more like a review). When the students are ready, call out one vocabulary word at a time in the opposite language that is showing to the students. For example, if the card says, “Monday”, you’d call out “Lunes.” The first student to search the cards and touch it with ONE finger, gets to keep the card and make a pile of the cards they get first. This gets competitive and needs to be prefaced with rules such as, no blocking, no touching all of the cards, etc. When a student does not know the answer, they are to flip over one card at a time and search out the card. They may still find it first and win the card. They then should show their partner the answer on the card and “be a teacher.” As the cards left in the middle get fewer, get creative and fun. Have the students put their hands to their side before calling a term, or have them place their hands on their head, or sit on their hands, etc. to keep the game lively and interesting. After all of the cards are called out, ask the students to count the pile they found first in Spanish. Whichever student has more cards is the winner.

8. Notas Culturales: Explain to the class how Mexican families typically have tortillas with every meal. They sometimes use their tortillas to scoop up their food and sometimes to dip into their food. For example: During desayuno it is common to pick up huevos revueltos with a tortilla. During almuerzo, it is not uncommon to dip a tortilla into sopa. Tortillas can also be used to hold food items. For example at cena, it is common to cut up the meat and put it in the tortilla with salsa and other items such as beans and rice and eat it as a taco. Tortillas can be made of maíz (corn) or harina (flour). (Teachers: If possible, try to bring in a real example of each instead of relying only on pictures.) Explain how traditionally, families would make their own tortillas. They would flatten the dough with their hands and then move it back and forth until a perfect tortilla was formed. The tortillas then go onto a hot griddle called a comal for about a minute. (Show the provided pictures.) Some families still make their own tortillas, but many buy them at the grocery store or mercado premade. Explain to the students that they are going to make a tortilla de maíz. Have all the students repeat this term to reinforce learning.

9. Interactive Activity: Hombre Invisible: (Variant of Hangman) Students can play as a class, in partners, or in small groups. If playing as a class, the teacher chooses a word or phrase (can be from previous classes) and put the same number of blanks on the board as the word has letters and also draws a person. (The level of complexity of the person depends on how “generous” the teacher wants to be – it can be a stick person, or it can have a full ensemble and accessories.) Then the students begin to guess letters in Spanish. If they guess correctly, the teacher writes it in the blank. If they guess incorrectly, the teacher writes the incorrect guess off to the side and erases one part of the person. Students have to guess correctly before the figure disappears.

10. Practice: Luz roja, Luz verde: Teach students the commands, “luz roja”- students freeze, “luz verde”- students move toward the teacher, “regresa”-student is sent back to beginning for moving after “luz roja” is called. Students have a chance to only be sent back halfway if they answer a vocabulary question right. Ask students to walk, not run while playing the game. There is also no pushing, crawling, or unsafe motions. Try to find a spot a good distance away from where the students start to make the game last longer. 

11. Game: Jeopardy: Play a game of Jeopardy using the template questions, you can write the category names and points on the whiteboard or on a piece of paper. Separate the students into 3-5 teams and have them choose a different spokesperson for each round their teams plays. Students can study their resource pages while other teams play but must turn them around when it is their turn. They can have 3 chances to peak for the full duration of the game, but they must be for different point values. Winner at the end earns a prize!
