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7. NOTA CULTURAL - Culture note. The verb gustar means “to please”. Use it to express that
someone likes something.

Negatives: To answer a question negatively in Spanish, you often use no twice.
The first no answers the question. The second no is used to express don't.
In Spanish you use double negatives.

+ ¢ Te gusta el café? No, no me gusta. Do you like coffee? No, | don't.
+ ¢ Te gusta el pescado? No, no me gusta para nada. Do you like fish? No, | don't like it at all.

+ No me gusta ni la sopa ni la ensalada. | don’t like neither soup nor salad.

Expressing agreement or disagreement:

Type of statement Example You agree You disagree
Positive Me gusta el pollo. A mi también A mi no me gusta
Negative No me gusta el pollo. A mi tampoco A mi si me gusta

» Use me gusta when talking about singular nouns.
Example:

¢ Te gusta el postre? Si me gusta el postre. *el postre is a singular noun.

» Use me gustan (with the n at the end) when talking about a plural noun.
Example:

¢ Te gustan las verduras? Si, me gustan las verduras. *las verduras is a plural noun.
