Until now, we have learned how to conjugate four verbs in Spanish:

ser (to be), tener (to have), ir (to go), and gustar (to like, to be pleasing).

The verbs ser, tener, and ir are IRREGULAR, so you have had to memorize all
six of their forms. (And remember, gustar is different and follows its own

rules.)

NOW, we are going to learn how to conjugate a whole category of verbs
called -AR verbs. Instead of memorizing all forms individually, you will just
learn how to add the proper ending. It’s EASIER! And soon you will have so

much more you can say in Spanish!

How to Conjugate -AR verbs:

1) Take the infinitive

2) Drop the “AR” and leave the stem —» mirar——»mir

» mirar

3) Add the new ending——» yo miro (| see)

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GUSTAR (to like; to be pleasing)

The verb GUSTAR works differently from other verbs in Spanish. It doesn’t exactly
work like the verb “to like” in English. It literally means “something is pleasing to
someone.” SO, instead of personal pronouns (yo, tu, él...), we use some other
words to indicate the person doing the “liking.”

Instead of.... Use....
yo » me
tu » te
él/ella/uUd. » le
nosotros/nosotras » NOS
vosotros/vosotras > 0S
ellos/ellas/Uds. > les

THEN.....

If the thing you like is SINGULAR ———> use gusta

If the thing that you like is a VERB ——— > use gusta

If the thing you like is PLURAL »use gustan

Examples:

Me gusta la historia.
Nos gusta la musica.
Te gusta nadar.

Le gustan los perros.

| like history. (History is pleasing to me.)
We like music. (Music is pleasing to us.)

Although it is always optional, sometimes speakers will add an extra beginning to
their statements with gustar (see bold words on chart below). There are two
reasons a speaker might add these extra words:

1) To add a little EMPHASIS to their statement.

2) To CLARIFY who they are talking about. This is especially important when
the speaker is using le or les.
