3. Verbos Ser y Estar. The Verb TO BE
To Be or Not to Be. That is the Question...

In Spanish, ser is used for permanent or inherent characteristics, such as identity,
occupation, or origin, while estar is used for temporary states, such as location,
emotions, and conditions. The choice between them is crucial, as they can even
change the meaning of a sentence, for example, ser bueno (to be a good person)
versus estar bueno (to be tasty).

© Quick Trick to Remember is with these acronyms:

SER =DOCTOR ESTAR = PLACE
Description (physical characteristics) Position
Origin/Nationality Location
Characteristic (personality) Action (progressive)
Time/Date Condition
Occupation Emotion
Relationship

SER is peRmanent and ESTAR is Temporal. Let’s give a closer look at each verb and its uses!
