1. Ice Breakers & Get to know each other conversation practice to get started. 
· Invite your students to share something that happened on their day today. Make sure to remind them to include one or more of the compound prepositions learned. (enfrente de, detrás de, encima de, delante de)
· For example:
· Mi hermana encontró a mi perro escondido detrás de la cortina. *My sister found my dog ​​hiding behind the curtain.
· De camino al trabajo, hubo un accidente enfrente de mí en la carretera. *On my way to work, there was an accident in front of me on the road.
· Hoy redecoré mi cuarto y puse una lámpara encima de mi cama. *Today I redecorated my room and put a lamp above my bed.

· Remember that students may have different levels in the Spanish language, so feel free to screen share the PowerPoint visual with the Q&A or use the whiteboard
· Important:  provide a clear and consistent bilingual approach with Spanish first (slow and enunciated) and English translations to help participants follow along.
